1X Tokio, Dec. 14:-—More than 1,500 Tokio 
politicians and journalists met yester­
day to discuss the Korean problem. The 
spirit of the assembly was dissention 
from the accepted government policy, 
which was branded as “lukewarm.’*

Resolutions were made urging the ne­
cessity of the union of Japan and Ko­
rea and advocating that such action 
be taken at once.

A message from the Ilchin society of 
Seoul, the Korean capital, begged the 
sympathy and co-operation of the meet­
ing in the society’s efforts to bring 
about union. Its reading was followed 
by manifestations of approval.

It was suggested at the meeting that 
the union project be urged upon the 
members of the diet, which will con­
vene shortly.

The burden of the lecture was to show 
tkat Spain did not discover Nootka Sound, 
a» oft^n alleged, and that in the rival 
claims when the final settlement was 
made neither side held very closely to the 
truth.

Juan Poi-es was the /IM visitor to this 
part of the world coming from the south. 
He sailed up the coast in the corvette 
Santiago ia 1774, going as far north as 
Dixon Entrance and anchoring off Este- 
van Point, eighteen miles from Nootka, 
although, according to reliable evidence, 
he did not find the entrance to thnt inlet. 
The next visitor was Captain Quadra in 
1775. His schooner was but 36 feet long 
with a 14-foot beam.

Captain Cook came next in 1776 with the 
Resolution and Discovery.
Cape Flattery, but stated in his journal 
that the Straits of Juan do Fuca did not 
exist. He went on north and entered 
Nootka Sound.
time there and collecting a cargo of valu­
able 'furs he sailed for China, leaving Dr. 
John McKay to spend a year or two with 
the Indians.

Captain Hanna came in a small vessel 
in 1785 and carried away a large cargo of 
valuable furs. * It was 1788, however, be­
fore Captain Meares arrived and pur­
chased a sm^.11 plot of land near Friendly 
Cove.

Captain Barkley’s voyage was made a 
ÿear before,,be arriving in the Imperial 
Eagle and carrying away what was pro­
bably the most valuable cargo taken from 
this Coast.

A case with a good many amusing 
features occupied the 
Judge Lampman in County Court on 
Tuesday. James Middleton stied H. P. 
Winsby and E. J. Cameron for $187.60, 
being one-half of the 5 per cent, com­
mission which the defendants got on 
the sale of a lot by W. J. Pendray to 
the First Baptist church. The defence 
was a complete denial of any arrange­
ment to halve commission with tlio , 
plaintiff., |

J. A. Alkman.&nd D. S. Tait appeared 
i for the plaintiff and R. T. Elliott, K. 

C., for defendants.
The plaintiff told the court that oft 

May 20th he met Camcfon and in course 
of conversation mentioned that the 
church was looking for a site. Cameron 
showed,him the lot on the northwest 
corner of Pandora and Quadra, and 
told him that if he could get a deal 
put through they would halve the com­
mission. Later, he said, Cameron men­
tioned that Winsby was agreeable to 
this. Some of the congregation at first 
favored the old Herald street site, but 
this did not suit the majority, and 
eventually the Pendray site was 
chosen. When he went to Winsby & 
Cameron in regard to the commission 
he only was offered one-tliird, $11 odd, 
they saying they had to divide up with 
P. R. Brown.

"Is this a legal transaction?” asked 
the judge., "Assuming the plaintiff’s 
story to be true, is this liot rather a 
bribe than a commission? It sounds 
illegal; it does not sound right.”

To Mr. Elliott plaintiff said he had 
seen J. L. Beckwith and others about 
the Pendray site, and they thought it 
just the thing they had been looking 
for. He told the congregation it 
the best thing available as to site and 
price.

Mr. Elliott—Did you tell- them you 
were going to get a commission?—No,
I hadn’t got it.

Did you tell them you were going to 
get it?—No. • .

Did you tëll Mr. Beckwith you were 
going to get it?—No.

Mr. Elliott pointed out that accord­
ing to a receipt put in plaintiff had paid 
$25 on the property before it was de­
cided "by the congregation to purchase 
it.

Judge Lampman elicited from thé 
plaintiff that he was now a real estate 
agent himself. There were four sites 
before the congregation, put forward 

• by members who were real estate 
•agents.

“Poor churçh!" commented his honor.
D. S. Tait told of the efforts he had 

made on behalf of plaintiff to secure 
the full half of the commission.

Jdhn C. Pendray gave evidence as to 
his father’s sale oif the property for 
$7,500, ançf P. R. Brown, who handles 
most of Mr. Pendray’s property, spoke 
of getting one-third of the commission.

Mr. Elliott asked for a non-suit, on 
the ground that this was a secret com­
mission and contrary to the terms of 
the Secret Gommisisons Act, passed by 

. parliament ’ last session following the 
marine department inquiry.

Mr. Aikman held that it could not 
apply in this case, which was a per­
fectly regular one of sale through a 
sub-agent.

His honor reserved tl\e point.
Both defendants were iexamined, and 

denied any promise of a commission to 
Middleton. Defendant Cameron said 
plaintiff remarked that "some of the 
directors of the çhurch will want a 
piece of the commission, for they are 
pulling for another site.” All he had 
said to Middleton about commission 
was that he might have to divide with 
another, meaning Mr. Brown. He in­
timated that plaintiff’s share in getting 
this property chosen was a small one.

Legal argument will be heard some 
day next week.

Provision­
al President Estradap of Nicaragua, in 
a lengthy cablegram yesterday urged 
his sympathizers in the United States 
to align themselves against the Diaz 
government to prevent, the consumma­
tion of the project. . *

•The mission of Senor Creel, former 
ambassador to the United States from 
Mexico, who is now in Washington, is 
the furtherance of this plan, accord­
ing to the charges brought by Estrada 
in his cablegram.

He concludes by stating that the pro­
posed action of Mexico plays directly 
into Zelayans hands, that the dictator 
is not altogether in the dark concern­
ing the proposed Central American 
political merger.

Ashcroft, Dec. 14.—The Quennel cor- i 

respondent of the Journal writes:
A recent visitor from Fort George 

brings a thrilling account of the hard 
luck which was met by the Captain 
and crew of the steamer Nechaco, on 
the last trip of the steamer to Fort 
George. As it was found impossible for 
the boat to go beyond the Fort George 
canyon, a distance of about fifteen 
miles, on account of the flow of ice in 
the river. From this point the freight, 
which amounted to about sixty thous­
and pounds, had to be taken to Fort 
George by canoe and sleighs. After the 
steamer was unloaded ways were made 
and the steamer wds then hauled high 
and dry on the river bank, where she 
will await the opening of navigation 
in the spring, this being complete. N. S. 
Clarke, Captain Bonser, and the crew 
then started to walk to Fort George, 
but it appears that each man took his 
own road, and some of them a very 
round about otie, as Mr. Clarke was the 
only one who arrived at Fort George 
that day. Captain Bonser-and the pur­
ser arrived the next' morning, and the 
engineer who was badly frozen, arrived 
the same afternoon, and the next day, 
aftgr being about two days out the 
Chinese cook arrived with hànds and 
feet badly frozen. It appears that the 
Chinamen preferring 
started off along the river, .travelling 
on the shore ice. H"e had not gone far, 
when the icè broke under him and in 
he went with both feet. He quickly 
built a fire with which to dry his 
boots and socks, and while this was 
being done" he fell into sleep by the 
fire side, and awoke to find his shoes 
and socks burned to ashls. He then 
walked to Fort George barefoot, and 
arrived there with his feet frozen, and 
also his legs nearly to the knees. The 
party are now on their way to Quesnel.

J. H. Gray’s survey party arrived 
here from the North yesterday, after 
completing a very successful season’s 
work. The party crossed the Nechaco i ; 
river on the ice on November the 23rd ': 
which is the earliest time for years 
that this river has been frozen hard 
enough to form a bridge, up to the 
present time the Fraser river at Ques­
nel is still open, but on account of the I 
heavy flow of ice and the extremely. |' 
cyld weather of the past few days, the 
ifce is expected to jam and form a 
bridge here at any time.
