Pulp Wood and U. S. Forests.

Mr. Lee I.¥Vance, in ‘Godey’ for March,
says :—‘There are two hundred and fifty
wood pulp mills in the United States, New
York lesding with seventy-eight mills.
The lombermen are to-day clearing the
North Woods—the Adirondacks—at the
rate of 80.000 acres a year. ‘There are,
acoording to the figures furnished by the
State Forest Commission Report, 1,932,130
acres of primitive forest. This means that
if the snoual destruction goes on as usual,
the woods will be wiped out in twen'y years;
that is, as & place of interest aud of value.
Will the people of New York State aod
sheir legislators allow this great natural
park and Savitariam to be rauined or des-
troyed? We hope not. Considerations
not only of sentimeut but of utility and
pablic welfare demaad the further protection
and preservation of the Adirondack forest
domain before another year rolls round.’

Quick Shipbuilding.

A sample of quick shipbuilding was lately
iven by Messrs. J. & G. Thomson at the
Elydebnnk yard, England, where the Paris,
New York and many othe: renowned liners
have been built, to say notbing of the
Terrible, the first of the two largest cruisers
ever constructed in England. Bome time
ago the Spanish Gov ke allat
onoe to the immediate necessity of quashing
the Cuban insurrection, and findiug that
they wanted light, quick vessels, searched
the yards of Eorope only to learn that the
market had been cleared by the South
American republics in the settl t of
their little differences. There being nothing
available ‘‘ia stock,” &ropoull were iovited
for aispetch, and Clydebsok undertoek
seven gunboats, to be turoed out in three
ths, heavy penalties being recoverahle

for farther delay. The contract was signed
ou July 11, 1895, but owing to Glasgow
Fair holidays, which no Clyde artisan will
miss, especially if his firm is exceptionally
basy, & commencement was not made uotil
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July 22. The first vessel was launched on
August 24 and was ready to be taken over
on September 11, Others followed in quick
succession, the last being completed ten
days within the contract time, the entire
period ocsupied for completing the seven
vessels being just ten weeks—a little less
than a vessela week. The displscements
of the vestel's vary between 100 and 300
tons, and the speeds from twelve to thirteen
knote. The first vessel was 136 feet long,
26 feet wide and 11 feet draught. A yard
that can turn out work in this fashion, in
spite of having a big cruiser, a battleship
and three torpedo boat destroyers in hand,
18, indeed, a source of strength to its
country,

Another piece of smart work was exscut-
ed by Messrs, Yarrow & Co., in turning out
the sterawhee! gunboats Mosquitv and
Herald for service in African waters in the
Brigish service, Kngland then had a little
trouble looming up with Portagal. The
order was given on the first day of April,
and on the tifth of May following the trial
trip took place, the 3omstruction having

occupied just twenty-five working days.
In the year 1893 the Freuch Goverameus

found it necessary to give the Dahomeyans
a lesson iu a hurry. Wanting a shallow
draugbt gunboat for the purpose, they

naturally tried their own native bailders,
but no Frenchman would undertake to turn

out a vessel under four months, some asking
ten. Then they applied to Messrs. Yurrow
& Co., who considered that the thing could

be done in a month. They buoked the
order, commenced the work on April 28,
and in twenty-three working days, or by

May 23, the boat had made her trial. This

vessel was 100 feet long by 18 wide, and,

like the two built for Englaod, was made
in portsble sections, which could be carried
ou a steamer hod put together afloat. She
steamed ten miles an hour and carried 100
troope. -[Cassiers Magazine,

Lobster-Cultivation.

A Halifsx despatch says :—‘Fresh fish
merchants of Halifax propose to try the
cultivation of Nova Scotia lobsters. At
present the fish is caught mostly in the
springtime, and only brings & small price
to the fishermen and not much profit to the
dealers, The n:w plan 18 to get the fish
when cheap, during the spring and eatly
summer, and put them into a pond or cove,
whose narrow moath would be tenced across
wigh wire netting, whereby free ingress
and egress would be left for sea water.
There the lobsters would be fed and grown
until they would bring large ‘prices during
January, Febroary and March, when they
would be marketed in Boston, New York,
Chicago and London, just as "the markets
would invite. The catching of great
qaaatities of lobsters and selling at nore-
munerative prices seems poor managemeat,
when by retaining and pastariog them a few
months, big prices can be got. All along
this coast there are the tish, the gear, the
tishermen, the covers, the food for the
lobsters, the mean of transpe:tation and the
markets. The Canadian Goverument will
be asked to give its consent to the scheme,
emd :f this is obtained the projecc will be
inaugurated this year.” )
Regarding the above project the ‘‘Digby
(N. 8.) Courier” says: “This is about the
same as the plan adopted by Mr. Augustus
Harris near Tiddville, Digby Neck. A few
years ago the Messrs, Harris started a pond
at considerable expense aod stocked it with
fish. The results at first were ounly fair,
but of late Mr. Harris has been making
very considerable success, and has been
shipping good quantities of fish t, the States
He buys the lovsters in the early summer
and puts them in the pond, which is arrang-
ed with a sluice into Si¢' Mary’s Bay.
They here have an ocean freedom and grow
well. There is nothing evidently to hinder
the lobste:’s being cultivated.
