Gorrespondent Urges a More Active Inter-
gst on the Part of Business Men .
in Public Matters

e

To the Star:

With a steadily increasing yearly
assessment on the property and income
of our citizens generally—with no hope
of any amelioration of our civic bur-
dens, for years to come—with an in-
sistent and insatiable demand on the
part of some employees for increases
in salaries, which, in some instances,
compared with the services rendered,
cannot be justified except from the sel-
fish motives of the applicant, and what
with the claims of contractors for
water works extention and others as
well who feel that the public chest
should be open wide for payment of
excessive damages alleged to have
been done to their properties, we are
face to face with a situation that even
the most cheerful optimist must, at
times, view with some degree of anx-
jety. I am aware that it is an easier
matter to criticise the labor of others
than to formulate a policy that would
provide a remedy for the short com-
ings of the present rulers. But some-
thing must be done to grapple with the
unfortunate position in which our/city
stands-today. Something must be done
{f we would improve our straitened
circumstances and we should lose no
time in finding the policy best calcu-
lated to afford the relief so urgently
required. It would seem then that our
only hope is in getting new blood in
the common council and thereby in-
fusing new life and vigor among its
members. Upon this point I am con-
fident there cannot be any question
and, therefore, it would seem that
the only matter to be considered to
give effect to the scheme is where the
material is to be had from?

Not having the time to spare from
thelr own usiness has been the chief
reason why so many of our represen-
tative men have refused to become
members of th2 council in past years.
There can be no doubt that much val-
uable time is, and has been for years,

wasted by aldermen upon questions
that should have been left to be de-
cided by the chief officials of the dif-
ferent departments. The members of
the board of trade have oftentimes to
deal with matters of quite as much
importance as are those discussed by
the common council, yet the former, by
reason of the application of modern
business methods, dispose of matters
in a few minutes that would require
hours of time in the common council
to deal with. If the members of the
board of trade can afford to devote 80
much of their time to its affairs why
should they not be prevailed upon to
take part in the administration of
our civic affairs where they could do
more effective service for the citizens
than is now possible under the circum-
stances.,

TOMATO CATSUP AND
ITS ADULTERATIONS

e

Report of the Chief Analyst of
Gept. of Agriculture,

0f 49 Samples Only Eight Were Pure—
Preservatives and Dyes Used
In Others.

N

Bulletin No. 129 recently issued from
the laboratory of the Inland Revenuo
Department contains the result of
series of tests of tomato catsip select-
ed from retail establishments In differ-
ent parts of Canada.

Chief Analyst McFarlane says in
his report:

I have inclined to the opinion that
those samples, in the manufacture of
which a dye has been used, are ‘adul-
terated according to the Act.’ This
Judgment would not be based upon the
injurious nature of the dye, but .be-
cause its wuse {is prohibited by the
Adulteration Act which provides that
‘food shall be deemed to be-adulterated
within the meaning of this Act, if it is
80 coloured or coated or polished or
powdered that damage is concealed, or
if it is made to appear better or of
greater value than it really is.’ Accord-
ing to information obtained from man-
ufacturers, the use of a dye is unneces-
sary when the catsup is made from
fresh tomatoes. It is. when the fruit is
‘out of season’ and the pulp has to be
kept in stock for a considerable time
that the colour suffers and the use of
a dye becomes necessary. In such cases
it might be reasonably inferred that
they have been coloured to conceal
damage, or that the dye has been used
to make the article appear of greater
value than it really is, and consequently
that the word ‘adulterated’ should be
applied. Nevertheless, not being will-
ing to take the responsibility of making
such inferences, I have inserted the
remark, ‘adulteration doubtful’ Twen-
ty-three out of the forty-nine samples
were found to be dyed and consequent-
ly ‘adulterated.’ *

Some of .the samples referred to are
not only dyed but contain preservatives,
In-nineteen other samples which con-
tained no foreign colouring matter,
small quantities of preservatives were
also found. Granting that the latter as
used are not injurious to health, it
can of course be maintained that they
are required for the production of the
catsup ‘in a state fit for consumption.’
But even in that case the law requires
that they should be ‘distinctly labelled
as a mixture.’ Since this has not been
done, except in one case, I have stated
the opinion in the tabulated statement
that eighteen of the samples referred
to are ‘adulterated,’ giving the reason.
The remaining seven samples in which
foreign colouring matter and preserva-
tives were not found, together with the
one above mentioned, I have character-
jzed as unadulterated. The classifica-
tion therefore stands as follows:

These samples vary very considerably
in the amount of solids they contain,
which must certainly affect their value
as condiments, This percentage varies
from 7.44 to 20.04, and indicates great
differences in the quantities of mater-
jals used to make a certain amount of

product. There are also variations S

regards the quality of the solids.

The remarkable feature brought out
by these ‘tests is the large amounts of
substances in the total solids which are
soluble in alcohol and water, In the
preparation of tomato ketchup a large
amount of the vegetable fibre which
the original raw material contains

seems to be rendered soluble. In twelve |

out of eighteen samples examined the
amount of total solids in an insoluble
condition does not exceed 7 per cent, In
four out of the remaining six samples
the insoluble varies from 17.66 to 30.64
per cent. Whether these  differences
have any particular meaning is a ques-
tion which may well be reserved for
future investigation.

The samples taken in New Bruns-
wick were reported on as follows:

“Three bottles labelled Long Island
Ketchup” bottled by Dearborn & Co.,
St. John, N. B, manufactured by the
Aylmer Canning Co. of Aylmer, Ont,,
contained 23.3¢ per cent of solid, 3.90
per cent. ash, 1.44 per cent. acetle acid,
no dying matter, no salicyic acid,
sulphurous acid and benzoic acid used
as preservatives.

Three bottles labelled Curtice Bros.,
blue lavel, guaranteed free from artifi-
elal color; contains one-tenth of one
per cent. benzoate of soda. Samples
secured from Vanwart Bros., St. John,
contained 17.72 per cent. solid, 3.62 per
cent, ash, 0.90 per cent. dcetie acld, no
dyes, no salicyic acid, preservatives
and benzoic acid.

Three bottles labelled Flynn Bros.’
Tomato Ketchup, Garden City Can-
ning Co., St. Catherines, Ont., manu-
factured by that concern, samples se-
cured from William Baxter, corner of
Leinster and Carmarihen streets, St.
John, contained 18.56 per cent. solid,
3.62 per cent., ash 0.90 per cent., acetic
acid, no dyes, salicylic or sulphurous
acids: preservative used, benzoic acid.

All these samples were reported on
by the chief analeyst as “not labelled
(mixture) -and therefore adulterated.”

five per cent. The prospect of a fair
amount of gold coming from Paris was
also a factor. . The markets opened
weak. Americans on the adjust-
ment to party showed declines of two
to seven points, but thére was little
business transacted on local account.
By noon Americans had recovered to
one point above par with a little
bear covering and possibly some Am-
erican buying. British securities were
depressed, while foreigners were dull
on Continental advanats. The failure
of two stockbrokers, not connected with
any special market, was announced on
the Stock Exchange, but they were
not operators of much importance.
The bankers here say they know of no
serious trouble impending.

NEW YORK, March 14—The local
stock market opened unsettled and ir-
regular, despite the buoyancy of the
London market where Reading showed
an advantage of over three points. First
prices varied a point or ‘two either
way from yesterday’s close.

Atchison, Louisville and . Nashville,
Pennsylvania, St. Paul, Northern
Pacific, Reading and Anaconda ruled
from 1 to 1% higher. Prices fluctuated
feverishly after the opening.
