MARRIAGES.The body of Arthur Ramsey, who 
was killed by an accident last month 
In the stone quarry of the Pike Manu­
facturing Co., of Pike, New Hampshire, 
passed through the city today, In charge 
of William Ramsey, brother of the de­
ceased man. Burial will take 
Northern, P, E. I., the former home of 
the deceased.

The accident by which Arthur Ram­
sey met his death occurred on the 24th 
of last month. It was Mr. Ramsey’s 
duty to attend one of the handcars used 
In the quarry for the removal of heavy 
stones. The car which he was attend­
ing at tiie time rested upon a truck of 
four small wheels, so arranged as to 
throw the car off its balance if the 
least undue pressure be brought to bear 
on either end.

As Mr, Ramsey was wheeling his car 
Ion^"d with ston-g, round a curve, some 
way it-Knit Its balance, and tipp'd over, 
precipitating Its heavy contents upon 
him. riis side and back were crushed 
in by the heavy stones, and he was 
picked Up in an unconscious condition.

They settled outside 
the town and proceeded to develop the 
land by clearing away the woods and 
planting It with grain, fruit trees and 
ornamental shrubs they had brought 
with them. Peter Stuyvesant called his 
residence and grounds 
werie,” and the lane connecting it 
with New Amsterdam became known 
as “Bouwerle lane," the settlement It­
self taking the name of “Bouwerle Vil­
lage.”

Stuyvesant’s farm extended from the 
junction of what is now Third ar)d 
Fourth avenues to Seventeenth street 
and eastward to Second avenue, where 
at the comer of Tenth street, his home 
was located.
