If it were not that the consequences
are 00 deplorable, these church disputes
would mot be so strange to explsin. But
when they are known to siay the progressof
the Lord’s work, afford stux bling blocks
over which the unsaved stumble into per-
dition, and leave s church crippled and
weak 0 do ber glorious work, it does seem
a8 'if soy “real Christian would al'ow his
very heart to be torn out, before he would

help men to hell rather than to besven.
The trouble in all such osses is that
each party are disinclined to scknowledge
their own wrong or admit that the opposite
party have any grievance. Instead of the
charity which thinketh no evil and gover-
eth & multitude of sins, there is a dispotition
to make the worst of actions and suspect
the worst of motives. Pr judics -snd

While we cannot approve
of these general, indenominational conven-
tione esiablishing Sunday s to be
run apsrt from church suj , they
are fitted to do a good work so far as they
seek 10 stimulate general interest and give
practical inetruction in method®s of work.
The most of Bro. King’s criticiem is
foreign to the note. The note commends
the conventions within the ephere o! their
legitimate work, just as he does. It only
calls attention to one poswible danger, that
they will @0 out of their proper sphere,
sod orgavize undenominatioval Sunday
schools. There hos been danger along
this line in the past. We attended the
inter previncial convention, held in Yar-
mou h some time ago. There the guestion
of taking up the work of organ'z'ng Sunday
schools was discuesed. Had it not been
for the strenuous oppoeition of some of the
Bapiste of Yarmouth, it 'd have been
decided to undertake the work., Some
local conventions of an uadenominktional
character bave done some work of this
kind, Against this we do raise a danger
signal.  We want our schools in the
closest association with churches of some
Christian denomination, so that the chil-
Aren may be drawn to the preaching of the
gospel in some church, and not be left to
the drift which is almost sure to fol ow
where children graduate from undenominc -
tional achools.« The note calle the work of
the conventions undenominational, because
it cannot be olaimed by any one denomins-
tioon. If Bio. K. likes inter denominations!
better, let it be that word. We may add,
it woe because of ahsence ‘rom 8t. John we
were oot ai the convention beld thepe.
