EOWARD P. LEONARD DEAD

Former Superintendent of Fire Alarm
Passed Away on Anniversary of
St. John Fire.

The death of Edward P. Leonard, late
superintendent of the fire alarm and
telegraph /system  took place Thursday
morning at 8 o’clock, after a lingering
illmess.

Mr. Leonard puﬁered a stroke of paraly-
sis about ten monthe ago, and though he
never fully recovered, he returned to his
work. About five weeks ago he was com-
pelled to take to his bed and gradually
became weaker. During the past two
or thrse weeks he hovered between life
and death.

Mr. Leonard’s death will be a distinct
loss to the fire department and the com-
munity. He was a good citizen and a
faithful member of the fire-fighting forces
of the city. He was probably the oldest
fireman in the city in active service, hav-
ing spent 32 years of his life in the de-
partment. He served under the late
John Kane, chief of the Portland fire de-
partment before the union, back in 1875
76. and worked in the big fire of '77, just
thirty years yestexday.

He was appointed  superintendent of
the fire alarm system about six years ago,
on the retirement of John E. Wilson, and
was largely instrumental in the introduec-
tion of the present efficient fire alarm sys-

tem.

He had always taken the keemest in-
terest in all matters connected with the
fire department and has compiled what is
probably the most complete collection of
fire alarm statistics in the city.
