Letting of the Spring Hill and Parrs-
boro Railwav Contract—The Work
Begiin. ; i
We take greatsatisfaction in announc-

ing that the contract for the Spiing Hill

and Parisboro Railway has beet signed
and thé work actually begun. Messrs.

Schi¢itset 2hd Bukpee have réceived the

contract, the document having be¢n fi-

nally signed, gealed and delivéred on|

Saturday list. THe woik of locating

the line began last Wednésday, the right

of way having beéen purchased in ad=
vance from most of the proprietors on
the route. The location will be, as far
as practicable, in #ccordancé with the
survey made By Mr. Murphy last fall,
but some deviation may be made. ‘The
contract ptovides for the building of the
road from Spring Hill Mines to Parrs-
boro harbor, a distaticé of about twénty-
six miles, the éxaét Point to be deented
the harbor not being specified. In the
survey the water termints is ot White-
hall Creek, the road passing just in the
rear of the villagé. The contract sighed
by Messrs. Schreiber & Burpee is for lo-
cating, clearing, grubbing, grading,
fencing, bridging, and farhishing and
laving the sleepets, thié woik to be com-
pleted in the autumn of 1874 The
gauge is not to be 2 ft. 9 in. as at first
tontemplated, nor 3 ft. 6 in. as proposed
recently, but the continental gange—

4 ft. 8 in—the gauge to which the Inter-

colonial is to be narrowed. :

The people of Cumberland, those of

Parrsboro in particular, will be delight-

ed at this intelligence, as tlie silente

that has reigned on this subject fot the
past féw moniths has made them fearful
that the projecthad been abandoned.

We have had several atxious inquiries

from Parrsboro people on this subject

within a month or two, and knew that
the greatest anxiety prevailed. There

The conipany that has undertaken
ths construction of this foad has done
s0 with less subsidy than other railway
enterprises have beén accorded, but the
prospect of a large incothie ffom tiaffic is
greater than other roads have had.

lature is ten thousand acres of land (not
ten thousand acres & mile) and five
cents a ton en all the coal transpoited
over the ad for fifteen yéars after its
completion. The land isn’t much, one
way or the other, but the bounty on

| coal carryihg 1s coftfidently expected to

amount toa large sumi. The magni-
tude of the Spring Hill Mining Com-
pany’s projected operations, and the
vast deposits of coal that are awiiting
development on ‘contiguous &reas, guar-
antee the railway a large and incteas-
ing coal traffic.

The first sod of the railway will be
formally turned in a week or two, but
the work is now actually in progress.

THE CANADIAN TEAM AT WIM-
BLEDGON.

Twelve Prizes Won the Fi:st Week.
(From the Toronto Globe’s Reporter.)

WiMBLEDON CAmp, Saturday morning,
July 12, 1873.—On Monday last the four-
teenth annual meeting of the Natienal
Rifle Association of Great Britain com-
menced on the far famed common at
Wimbledon. s s s @

THE CANADIAN CAMP.

At the east end of the camp and rather
on the edge of the lines our twenty Ca-
nadian marksmen, with their two officcrs,
Licutenant Colonel Peters of the New
Brunswick Artillery, St. Jolin, and Major
W. D. Otter, of the gallant Queen’s Own,
are comfortably under canvas. A glance
at their encampment shows that they
have pitched it, thanks to Sir Peter Tait,
in a most delightful spot. It is close to
the iron house, and from it you can have
an exquisite view of Kew and Richmond.
The centre. or recéption tent is hand-
somely fitted up, carpeted, and decorat
ed with mirrors and vases of flowers. In
this tent the hundreds of visitors who
honor the Canadians with a call are re
ceived by the office¥s in charge, and
those who desire it can ifiscribe their
names in a register kept for the pufpose.
To the right and left of the reception tent
are the tents of the team, each province
having two, with flags Uesignatéd Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick, Quebec and On-
tario. The ground occupied by the
camp is about & hunidred and fifty feet
square and is tastefully laid eut with
flower beds; evergreéns, and other orna-
mentations. From a stately Vancouver
stick, imported from British Columbia by
the London Scottish, one hundred and
fifty-four feetlong, straight as an arrow,
floats the flag of the Dominion, and the
whole camp is encircled with an iron rail.
The cost of the camp is defrayed by the
Dominion Government, while Sir Peter
Tait, who has been most courteous to

our team, superintends the fitting up of
the camp; and the excellent taste hé has
observed has drawn forth eulogiums from
all who have visited it.

THE TEAM AT LIVERPOOL.

The team arrived at Liverpool early on
the morning of the 1st inst., and so eager
were they to get to practice that a kind
invitation from the Mayor of Liverpool
to dine at a public reception given to Mr.
Chichester Fortescue was declined. They
left for Altoar ranges, near Liverpool, the
same day, and, 88 was cabled you from
your London Office, had a match with the
Liverpool Rifle Brigade, in which the
team came Off victorious. There were
twenty men aside, ranges 200, 500, and
600 yards. The wind being rather high,

‘| made shoulder-shooting difficult, but

neverthéless the Canadians did their

duty ; still it was & close match, for their

competitors shot well. . » *
After three days’ practice the team left

for Liverpool direct for Wimbledon, and

at 3 o'clock on Satufday aftérnoon went
into camp. §
NEW AND IMPORTANT RULES.

Before giving the scores of the team a
few important changes made in the regu-
lations with regard to shooting ought to
be noted, as théir publication by the offi-
cial Gazette has caused much comment.
The first relates to the reversal of the
back sight of the Snider. The order is
as follows: “Soldlers wiio are desirous
of using the bar sight instead of the notch
of the back sight of the Snider rifle at
distances beyond 400 yards may be al-
lowed to do s0.” An effort was’ made to
have this rescinded, but without effect.
This order places men using the 577
bore 6n the sdmé footing as those who
use the Martini-Henry. To shoot with
the bar back sight gives the man such a
rough and ready wind gauge that even
when he has gusty side winds he canaim
without losing elevation. Your volunteer
readers will remember that when the new
pattern arm was chosen it was decided to
have a wide sliding bar with vertical
lines, as fixed wind gauges, one side of
which had the plain’ bar sight and the
other the notch. As I said before, the
order stands, all complaints to the con-
trary notwithstanding. Another altera-
tion in the rules is the abolition of sight-
ing shots. In order to.ascertain the ele-
vation and allowance to be made for
wind, contestants are always anxious to
have a few sighting shots before com-
mencing the competition. At former
mqetiugs competitors have had the
privilege of a couple of sighting shots
on peyment of a small fee, but this
year the Council have decided to
atVlish these shots, and make men fire
seven rounds at each range instead of
five with jhe two sighting shots, which
did not count. This order did not give
general satisfaction, but no deviation
could be made from it. The squads who
fire in the early morning matches, and
who could not obtain shots at carton or
pool, claimed that they were at a disad-
vantage, a8 they had no opportunity of
practising; whilst those who fired later
in the day kad. Those who favour the
order say that sighting shots place a me-
chanical shét on a level with @ man who
has the abiiity and careful observation to
watch the variations of wind and light
and the state of the atmosphere, @md
really apply his mind to what the me-
chanical shet does like a machine. An-
other order that officers should wear
their- shoulder belts and that privates
should wear their waist belts while shoot-
ing, was also issued, but rescinded, as
maiiy officers would have been debarred
from shooting by the rule, having neglect-
ed to bring these articles with them.

Still another order was issued, to the
effect that ties would not be shot off, but
that lots would be drawn after the match
by those who tied. - This order. created
qttite a furore, and was at last” changed
by dividing the stakes amongsé all those
who had tied. The Queen’s and the
Challenge prizes are excepted from this
order, and ties will be shot off as in
former years. The above are all the
changes, which-will no doubt be read
with interest by your volunteers.

%* - * * * *
THE FIRST SERIES.

In this series, Snider rifle, 200 yards,
geven shots, position, any, Eaton takes
the seventh prize, making 26 out of a
possible 28, and 27 being the highest
score. He was the only Canadian firiiig,
and has selected as his prize ‘“‘a Kerr”
breech-loadibg rifie.

Vail, be it remembered, is the first Cana»
dian that ever was honored by being in
the first sixty. Lieut. Anderson, of the
Grand Trunk, and Sergt. Hurris also win
prizes in the Queen’s.

Fatal Accident on the Consolidated E. & N.
A. Railway.

There was .considerable excitement
yesterday morning in the city as it was
rumored that the night express from
Bangor had run off the track and that a
number were killed. The intelligence
circulated very rapidly, ahiid it was not
till late in the day that the facts were as-
certained and the public mind made easier:
The accident was caused by a tornado
which passed through Maine about 7
o'clock Saturday evening and levelled
bridges and houses. The car shed was
blown down, and a portion of the truss
bridge over the Penobscot river between
Oldtown and Milford was carried away
just as an ‘engine was entering it. This
engine belonged to & working train, and
was going to Milford to get a supply of
wood for the morning, having four men

engineer, George McLellan, remarked to
his companions that he would have to go
slow, as the air was so filled with dust
that he could only see a few feet. He
therefore drove slowly, and getting on
the bridge the forward truck was noticed
to sink down, when he immediately re-
versed his engine. It was teo late, how-
ever, and his companions climbed to the
back of the tender. e remaliled at his
post with his hand on the lever, sank
with his engine and was drowned. His
companions were thrown into the water;
and, though much bruised, escaped. The
engine and tender fell about twenty-five
feet and then sank in twenty feet of water.
McLellan’s body was recovered about
10 o'clock on Sunday morning. It is a
matter to be thankful for, though one life
has been lost, that this engine was a
short time in advance of the regular ex-
press train,as the loss of life would have
been frightful to contemplate. The ex-
press did not leave Bangor until yester-
day at noon, and arrived about 9.80 last
evening. The night express left this city
last night at the usual time and the trains
will run as before.

. The Charge against Sergt. Owens.

_"It willfbe romembered that on the 4th

of JuneBobert Eze, a boarding-house
keeper, charged Sergt. Owens with as-
saulting him in his house, while looking
for deserting seamen. The case was
continued on the 16th ult., and, after
consideration, the decision was given’
this morning. The Magistrate explain-
ed the law, whereby a police constable
who exceeds his duty, or is guilty of an
assault, can be fined no@ore than $40,
or imprisoned in gaol for one month. He
then reviewed the evidence of both the
prosecutor and defendant, and pointed
out clearly the very important discrep-
ency between the different witnesses for

[ 4

 the prosecution. Lee, his wife, and wife’s

sister, all told stories that could not be
reconciled. = The difficulty of getting
answers, and their general conduct in -
the court room, he also commented on.
The question then was, if on such testi-
mony he was to find Owens
guilty of an assault on Lee, and
subject him toa fine or imprisonment.
The various objections of the counsel for
the defence were also noted. Mr. Kerr
for the prosecution had mdde several
points, wherein he claimed that the direc-
tion of the warrant must be strictly com-
plied with; that he ;should have demand-
ed admittance; and ~that the /warrant
would not justify him breaking into Lee’s
house. These objections the Magistrate
answered, guoting authorities. His Honor
said, that when a constable entered a
private house in search of any one under
warrant, he did it at the risk of being
treated as a trespasser by the owner of
the house; but Lee’s was a boarding-
house, and must. be considered the home
of the sailors for the time. The evidence
for the defence showed that there had
been no assault, and no more force used
than was necessary. He th t that
the talk and trouble made b, e and
his wife was only for the purpose of
giving the sailors time to escape by the
back way; and if the sailors were not
there, the conduct of prosecutor was cal-
Gulated te make the policeman believe they
were. He, therefore, dismissed tlie case
against Sergt.Owens, paying at the same
time a tribute to his faithfulness as an
officer during an experience of fifteen
years.
