Why Pere Hyacinthe Resigned at
s < L‘Bl"l..
[From the Pall Mall Gasette.]

The resignation by Pere Hyacinthe of
his functions as Cure of Geneva has
caused a certain sensation, but has taken
no one by surprise. It has put an endte
a state thiags which for many months
past was becoming more and more intole
rable to M. Loyson.

Iovited to Geneva in the name of the
Liberal Catholics, and elected to the po-
sition of ¢are, he constantly and consist-
ently advoeated the reform of the Chafeh
of Rome, always iusisting that he still
belonged to that Charch, loved it, and by
no means wanted to overthrow it. He
soan discovered that a eonsiderable sec-
tion of the Liberal Catholics were (as
he says) * neither liberal in sentiment
0 r Citholic in religion,” and that their
chief object in supporting him was to
make use of him as an instrument for the
destraction of the Church of which he
still professes to be a member. In addi-

had fled.
