in either,-be a:sort-of “inoiman’s land,” over which neither of the colonies-could
exercise government nor their courts jurisdiction.

I have therefore to submit to your excellency and to her raajesty’s government
the desirability of so deﬁml::]g the ‘territorial boundaries of that part of Labrador
intended to be attached to Newfoundland as a dependency of its government, that no
doubt may be left as to the jurisdiction of its courts and the authority of its oficers.
