An Act to regnlate the Iuspection of Pot and Pearl Ashes.

\, HEREAS it is expedient to repeal the Aet of the Parliament of the

Province of Canada hereinafter meutioned, and to make better pro-
vision for the Inspection of Pot and Pearl. Ashes ; Be it therefore enacted,
&e., as follows : ‘

5Upon from and after the day on which this Act shall come into force,
the Act of the Parliament of the Province of Canada; passed in the sixth

year of Her Majesty’s Reign, and intituled, “ dr Act to regulate the.

“ Inspection of Pct and Pearl Ashes,” shall be and the same is hereby

repealed ; Provided always, that nothing herein contained shall revive
10 any Act or law repealed or suspended by the Act above cited, but such

Acts and laws and all other Acts or Ordinances or laws in force in cither

section of the Province, when this Act shall come into operation, rela-

ting 1o the Inspection, storing and branding of Pot and Pearl Ashes, and

the appointment and compensation of Inspectors, shall be and the same
15 are hereby repealed. '

Il. From and after the period when this Act'shall come into {orce and
effect, no Pot or Pearl Ashes shall be-inspected in barrels of any size or
description’ other than the following, thatis 1o say : Pot Ashes, in barrels
tobe constrncted of oak or-white ash timber ; and Pearl Ashes, in barrels

20 tobe constructed of oal, white ash, black ash, or elm timber; the

said timber to be of the best description and thoroughly seasoned, and-

the said barrels to be made perfectly tight,; and 'to be well ‘and
completely hooped with, at least, fourteen sound oak, ash, hickory,
blue beech or elm hoops each ; the said barrels ‘shali not exceed thirty
25 two inches in lengih by twenty-two inches in diameter on either
bead, nor shall he less than thirty inches in length by twenly inches in
diameter on either head, and the chime. thereof shall not ‘exceed one
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inch ; Provided always, that it shall be the duty of the Inspectors of Proviso.

Ashes hereinafter mentioned, 1o reject-all barrels “that may not be con-

30 sicted according to the directions zbove specified or that may, in their
opinion, be insullicient to resist the tear, wear and usage to which they
may be exposed : And provided further, that. from the gross weight of
the barrel when filled up, the actnal weight of such barrel, as tare, shall

_be deducted, any law, usage or custom to the contrary in any wise’'not-

B withstanding : And provided- further, that every manufacturer of Ashes
shall be bound to mark, in legible characters, on the‘end of each barrel,
before the same is filled, the exact weight thereof.
