An Act to amend and to extend the

W HEREAS it is necessary to amend and
to extend the provisions of an Act,

passed in the thirty-fifth year of His late Ma-
jesty's Reign, intituled, " An Act to establish

the forni of Registers of Baptisms,Marriages
and Burials, to confirm. and make valid in

l Law the Register of the Protestant Congre-
gation of Christ-Church, Montreal, and

" others which nay have been informally kept,
I and to afford the means of remedying omis-
" sions in former Register ;"-Be it therefore
enacted by the King's Most Excellent Majesty,
by and with the advice and consent of the Le-
gislative Coun cil and Assembly of the Province
of Lower-Canada, constituted and assembled by
virtue of, and under the authority of an Act
passed in the Parlianient of Great-Britain, inti-
tiled, ' An Act to repeal certain parts of an

Act passed in the fourteenth year of His late
Majesty's Reign, intituled, '< An e.4ct for

" making more effectual provisionfor the Go-
vernment of the Province of Quebec in North-
Ainerica;" and to make further provision for
the Government of the said Province;"-

And it is hereby enacted by the aiuthority of
the same, that all, each and every the -provi-
sions and enactinents contained in the said Act,
respecting or in any manner relating to the en-
registering of Baptisms, Marriages andRurials,
and the mode of making, authenticating and
keeping the Registers and Entries thereof, and
respecting the formn and effect of such Regis-
ters, and transmission, delivery or custody of
the same, or respecting the penalties imposed
in and by the said AÂt, or the recovering or ap-
plication thereof, shall be, and the sanme are
