HOMESTEAD DUTIES.

A seitler who avails himself of the provielon®
of Clauaes (2)(3) or (4) must cultivate 30 acied
of his homestead, or substitute 20 head of stock,
with buildings for their accommodstion, and
have besides 80 acres substantially fenced.

Every homesteader who fails to comply with
the requirements of the homesteadsr law in
linble to have his entry carivelled, and the land
way be again throwi upen for entry.

APPLICATION FOR PATENT

Should be made at the end of the three years
bef acal Agent, Bul-Agent or the
Homostead Inspector. Before maki icus
tion for patent Uhe settler must give six months
notice in writing to the Commissioner of
‘Ii)unllnlou Lands at Ottaws of his intention 1o
0 80.
