Dr. Adawi, the emnent physiologist of McGill
College, stated that, the death rate of Montreal, after
allhwing for deaths of outsiders who came to the city
hospitals, was 27 per thousend against 17.3 per thou-
sand in London, England.  This excessive death rate
he atriluted largely 1o the prevalence of tuberculosis,
one seventh of the deaths in this city being from that
dscace. Dro Adami declared  that this high death
rate wias largely prevantible by better sanitary regula-
tions, the vse of healthier food and modes of living.
He advocated more fresh air in hounses; less indul-
gence in late hous ; regalar out-door  exercise, and
more attent on to santary habits and conditions in
dwellings, offices and places of public resort.  Dr.
Adami svl:—"If we had a ¢ mmunity that  was
sound in health, we need not gready fear the ‘disease,
and if the citizens could be nduced to improve their
gencral Fealth, they would e doing the best possible
work in reducing the ravages of tuberculosis.”

3 risk
of $100,000 or more, is as good business a< ne of
$5,000 to a company proportionately equipped financ-
ally.
