There was a slight change wmade in the
shade of the one and three cent stamps, but
this alteration has not been considered by
philatelists to be of sufficient importance to
be eatalogued. The die of the large size
five cent was prepared in 1868, but as it was
not needed at the time it was laid aside until
1875, when it was brought inte use for a
short time by the change in the postal rates.
