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THE QUEBEC FIRE.

Immense Destruction of Property and
Loss of Life

On Thursday last occurred in the city of
Quebee one of the most destructive con-
flagrations that ever visited a Canadian
city, The alarm came from box 71 at the,
corner of St. Oliver and St,  Claire streets
at exactly ten minutes before elsven
o’clock last night. Considerable delay

must have ocewrred in giving this alarm, |
for on turning the eye in the direction in- ‘
dicated by the number of the box, the |

lurid glare of the flames was readily discern
ible, brilliant in hue, but horrible in the

1. The Msulntlunl of the 14th October, 1879,
were rescinded by order of His Excell l‘;
the Governor General in Council, on the 20t
day of May instant, and the following Regula-
tions for the dispusal of agricultural lands
substituted therefor :

2. The even-numbered sections within the
Canadian Paoific Rallway Belt—that is to
say, lying within 24 miles on each side of the
line of the sald Rallway, excepting those
which may be required for wood-lots in con
nection with sullfvru on prairie land within
the said belt, or which may be otherwise
zp«‘elally dealt. with by the Governor in

Jouncil—shall be held exclusively for home-
steads and pre-emptions. The odd-numbered
sections within the said belt are Canadian
Pacific Raillway Lands, and can only be
acquired from the Company.

3. The pre-emptions entered within the
said belt of 24 miles on each side of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway, up to and including
the 31st day of December next, shall be dis-

psed of at the rate of $2.50 per acre ; four-
enths of the purchase money, with interest
on the latter at the rate of six per cent. per
annum, to be paid at the end of three years
from the date of entry, the remainder to be
pald in six equal instalments annually from
and after the sald date, with interest at the
rate above mentioned on such portions of
the purchase money as may from time to
time remain unpaid, to be paid with each
instalment

4. From and after the 31st day of December
next, the price shall remain the same—that
is, $2.50 per acre—for pre-emptions within
the said belt, or within the Nn'reammllnu
belt of any branch line of the sald Rallway,
but shall be paid in one sum at the end of
three years, or at such eariier period as ithe
claimant may have acquired a title to his
homestead quarter section

5, Dominion Lands, the property of the
Government, within 24 milesof any projected
line of Railway recognized by the Minister
of Railways, and of which he has given
notice in the Official Gazette as being a pro-
Jected line of railway, shall be dealt with, as
to price and terms, as follows:—The pre.
emptions shall be sold at the same price and
on the same terms as fixed in the next preced
ing paragraph, and the odd-numbered sec-
tlons shall be sold at 2,50 per acre, payable in
cash

6, In all townships open for sale and settle
ment within Manitoba or the North-West
Territories, outside of the said Canadian
Pacific Railway Belt, the even-numbered sec
tions, except in the cases provided for in
clause two of the Regulations, shall be held
exclusively for homestead and pre-emption,
and the odd-numbered sections for sale as
public lands

7. The lands deseribed as public lands shall
be sold at the uniform price of 32 per acre,
cash, excepting in special cases where the
Minister ofthe Interior, under the provisions
of section 1 of the amendment to the Domin-
fon Lands Act passed at the last session of
Parliament, may deem it expedient to with
draw certain farming lands from ordinary
sale and settlement, and put them up for
sale at public auction to the highest bidder
in which event such lands shall be put up at
an upset price of $2 per acre.

8. Pre-emptions ontside of the Canadian
Pacific Railway Belt shall be sold at the uni-
form price of $2 per acre, to be paid in one
sum at the end of three years from the date
of entry, or at such earlier period as the
claimant may acquire a title to his home-
stead quarter-section

9. Exception shall be made to the provisions

the Provinee of Manitoba or the North-West
Territories, lying to the north of the belt
containing the Pacific Railway lands, where
in a person being an actuul séttler on an
odd-numbered section shall havethe priviloge
of purchasing tothe extentof 320 acres of such
section, but no more, at the price of 31.25 per
acre, cash: but no Patent shall issue for such
land until after three years of actual resi-
dence upon the same,

10. The price and terms of payment of odd-
numbered sections and pre-emptions, above
set forth, shall not apply to persons whe
have settled In any one of the several belts
deseribed in the said Regulations of the l4th
October, 1879, hereby rescinded, but who
have not obtained entries for their lands, and
who may establish a right to purchase such
| odd-numbered seetions or pre-emptions, as
“ the case 1 © be, at the pri the

terms respectively fixed for the same by the
said Regulations.

Timber for Settlers.

11. The system of wood lots in prairie town
ships shall be contimued—that is to say,
homestead settlers having no timber on
their own lands, shall be permitted to pur-
chase wood lots in area not exceeding 20
acres each, at a uniform rate of §5 per aere,
to be paid in eash.

12, The provision in the next preceding
paragraph shall apply also to settlers on
prairie sections bought from the Canadian
Pacific Rallway Company, in cases where
the only wood lands available have been latd
out on even-numbered sections, provided the
Railway Company agreeto reciprocate where
the only timber in the locality may be found
on their lands.

13. With a view to encouraging settlement
by cheapening the cost of bullding material,
the Government reserves the right to grant
licenses from time to time, under and in
accordance with the proyistons of the
“Dominion Lands Act,"” t‘m-ut merchantable
timber on any lands owned by It within
surveyed townships; and ttlement upon,
or sale of any lands covered by sueh license,
shall, for the time being, be subject to the
operation of the same.

Sale of Lands to Individuals or Corporations
for Colomization.

14. In any case where a company or indi
vidual applies for lands to colonize, and is
willing to expend capital to contribute
towards the construction of facilities for
communication between sueh lands and ex-
isting settlements, and the Government is
satisfied of the good faith and ability of such
company or individual 1o carry out such
| undertaking, the odd-numbered sections in
| the case of lands outside of the Canadian

Pacific Railway Belt, or of the Belt of any |

branch line or lines of the same, may be sold
to such company or individual at half price,
or $1 per acre, in cash. In case the lands ap-
blied for be situated within the Canadian
aclfic Rallwav Belt, the same principle
shall apply sofar as one-half of each even-
numbered section is concerned—that is to
say, the one-half of each numbered sections
may be sold to the company or individual at
the price of 1.25 per acre 1o be paid in cash.
The l'(umruny or individual will further be
protected up to the extent of =500, with six
| per cent, interest thereon till paid, in the
case of advance made to place families on
| homesteads, under the provisions of section
10 of the amendmen®s to the Dominion
Lands Acts hereinbefore mentioned
15 In every such tr

(@) That the company or individual, as the
| cascs may be, shall, in the case lands outside
of the said Canadian Pacific Rallway Belt,
within three years of the date of the agree-
ment with the Government, place two set-
tlers on each of the odd-numbered sections,

and also two on homesteads on each of the |

| even numbered sections embraced in the
| scheme of colonization

(b) That should the land applied for be sit-
uated within the Canadian Pacific Railway
Belt, the company or individual shall within
three years of the date of agreement with the
Government, place two settlers on the half
of each even-numbered section purchased
under the provision contained in paragraph
14, above, and also one settler upon cach of
the two quarter sections remaining available
for homesteads in such section.

(e.) That on the promoters failing within
the period fixed, te place the preseribed num-
ber of settlers, the Governor in Council may
cancel the sale and the privilage of coloniz-
ation, and resume possession of the lands not
settled, or charge the full price of $2 per acre
or £2.50 per acre, as the case may be, for such
lands, as may be deemed expedient.

(d.) That it be distinctly understood thas
this policy shall only apply to schemes for
colonization of the public lands by Emigrants
from Great Britain or the European Conti-
nent.

Payments for Lands

22, Payments for public lands and al<o for
emptions may be in cash, orin scrip, o
n police or military bounty warrants, at tho
option of the purchaser

23. The above provisions shall not apply to
lands valuable for town plots, or to coal or
other mineral lands, or 1o stone or marble
quarries, or to lands having water power
thereon ; and further shall not, of course,
affect Sections 11 and 29 in each Township,
which are public school lands, or Seetions
8 and 26, which are Hudson's Bay Company's
lands.
