sir—After luncheon the hotel we |
took a carriage and drove up to the menas- i
tery.

A great beam
or the trunk of a fir tree is erected, and a
man armed with a long cord, to the end of |
which is attached a white stone, sits on the
top, and when the pigeons come by he
flings his weapon at them, in the hope that
they will direct their flight into the nets
which 1 believe !ll-'_\' do.

Finally, having wound up the hill we
turned suddenly into a
whole monastery and church came into
view. You drive up to the church dom
or to the door of the Abbot's apartments,
The buildings extend across the ravine to
the length of nearly 1,000 feet, while from
the back of the monastery and pasing

under it into the ravine helow flows a
bright and sparkling stream. The build-
ings externally present nothing  very
