Mr. Miall’s motion for the Disestablish-
ment of the Eonglish Church met with but
scant courtesy from the compact and formi-
dable majority arrayed against it. There
was an evident intention to repress discus-
sion and torce the matter to an early divis-
ion. The result was a largely diminished
vote in favor of Mr. Mial. and loud has
been the rejoicing of the victorious party.
It is plain that the impending elections
have largely influenced this vote,and led to a
line of couduct which may possibly procure
tavor in _he day of trial. Despite this ap-
pareut reverse, the movement loses o real
help, nor are its promoters at all dis-
couraged. Eveuts withiu the Church are
rapidly gathering force quite as powerful
as that without, and the question canuvot be
shelved.

The hearts of many are pained at the in-
creased audacity of the Romanizing party
in the Church, and there is no effective rem-
edy either at the hands of the Bishops or
from the kKcclesiastical Courts.  Quite re-
cently over 400 400 clergymen petitioned
for the establismeut of liceused' Confessors
in the Church, aud the sauctioning of ser-
vices in henor of the Virgin Mary, and
prayers for the spirits of the departed. On
every hand, in our smallest village churches,
and in the magnificent Cathedrals these
pestilent errors have found a lodgment.
The National Church of England is rapid-
ly becoming a vast hotbed of daugerous
error and practice

There is not much else to report upon the

establishment was found to have still fur-
ther improved during the year, so much so
as to warrant the belief that in a couple of
years, all its encumbrances will be remov-
ed. The proceedings of the Contingent
Fund Committee have a somewhat painful
interest attached to them, as they are con-

It ascertained that the
income of this exceedingly important Fund
for the year just euded, reached the respect-
able figure of $10,000, showing an increase
beyond the income of the preceding year of
$1,400. This is an extremely- gratifying
result. It shows that the object which the
Home Mission Fund was established to
promote, lies near the heart, and commends
itself to the judgment of our people. The
same conclusion was suggested, we might
almost say proved, by the enthusiastic ut-
terances in behalf of this Fund by certain
Lay members of this Committee present at
its session, the brethren, Rogerson of New-
foundland, Dawson of Charlotfetown, and
Hay of Woodstock, for no doubt they right-
ly interpreted on that occasion, the thought
and feeling of the moral, intelligent, aud
warm hearted among our congregation.

The Supernumerary Fund Committee
had also a pleasing task to perform. It
had to elicit the fact that the income of the
Fund during the year was in a condition to
meet all the claims upon it, and to permit,
after having dove so, some 2,000 to be
added to its capital. This circumstance
will not ouly be pleasing to those disabled
members of Conference, who would -gladly
press again to the frout of the battle, were

The late President has
conterred immense berefits upon his coun-
try and laid them under beavy obligations.
His admioistration has been marked with
distinguished ability, aud he has rescued
Frauce from great depths of shame aud em- |
barrassment. It is pot likely that any of |
the contending Imperial or Monarchical
factions will derive much advantage from
the change. The nation is more Republi-
can than its Assembly, and such it will re-
main, unless anather revolution sweeps over
the fair country, and changes the aspect of
affairs.

Spain remains terribly disturbed, and is
very far from settling down peaceably under
the new Republican regime.

The fire has not ouly des-
troyed the whole of the building, but many

the gentral ruin. The splendid organ—
costing some £30.000, ¢nd said to have
been the finest in Kurope, shared the lot of
the building, and its destruction is very
halt a

much regretted. The loss is over
million sterling. It is determived to re-
build with as little delay as possible, and
in the meautime the beautitul Gardens
and Park will attract mauy of the London
folk.

The Shah of Persia, Nasser-Eddin—to
give to your readers his exact vame, has
been visiting Germany aud Belgium and
is now on his way to our shotes The
vigit of this Oriental Prince to Europe is
making a great sensation, and trom a'l
accounts he is travelling in style befitting
the fumous land of romance, and pomp
over which he reigns. He appears a quiet
intellizent Priuce, iutent on observing all
he possibly can, and learning what western
civilization might possibly do for him aud
his people iu their far away home.
