The stock market durmg the past weck
was more active than it has bu21 for
months. This was principally because ot
increased dealing in ‘Winnipeg, Giant and
White Bear. There is now anothe: enuse
ascribed for an extension of the p=..un ol
quietude in the stock market and brok-
ers say that the provimcial eleeti.«s al
over Canada are absorbing the attentien
of the public, and that, therefo-e, there
will not be much business until after June
9. Then the contests for seats in the sev-
eral provincial parliaments will be over.
Thea, too, it is anticipated that the war
in South Africa will be over and so very
close to that point that it will have a

favorable effect on the stock market. The
banks should ease up some, and money
should be easy and there should come an
era of advamcing prices with plenty of
transactions in the stock market. The way
that matters are trending canmnot now, 1}
is claimed, fail to prod a

change for the better.

Working in the Tammany Group.

Mr. Hector McPherson has returned
from the Burnt Basin sectiom, where he
has been for the past two weeks arrang-
ing for the starting of work on the Tam-
many group. Mr. McPherson stated that
he is a firm believer in the future of the
Burnt Basin section, and thinks it is des-
tined to become a producer of large
quantities of ore. The Tammany group
consists of four claims and four tractions.
For the past two weeks the work has been
cenfined to the constructing of a black-
smith shop, bunk house and boarding
house. These are finished, and a force ot
four men is engaged in aeveloping ome of
the larger ledges of which there are some
ten on the property. The four claims and
four fractions have been surveyed and a
crown grant applied for. Mr. McPherson
reports that the Mother Lode, the Unex-
pected, the Contact, the Avon and the
Mystery are all looking well. There are
a large number of men at work in the
Burnt Basin. and it is anticipated that
some good showings of ore will be made
during the year. There will not bée much ore
shipped this year, but next year should
see a large output.

A Find on the Avon.

Word was received yesterday from
Foreman Sinclair, of the Avon property
in the Burnt Basin section, which stated
that a ledge of shipping ore had just
bean found in a new place on the prop-
erty. It is from “seven to eight feet in
width. Sinking has been commenced on
the new find. The tunnel is in for a dis-
tance of 150 feet, and work upon it con-
tinues. -

A SERIOUS CHARGE.
J. H. Turner Accuses Gov. Mclnnes of
Dismissing Him Ior Private Reasons.

Vietoria, B. C., May 22.—(Special.)—
While addressing a public meeting here,

J. H. Turner created a sensation by mak-
ing serious charges against Governor Mec-
Innes. Referring to the statement of W.
W. B. Mclnnes that Turner and his
“myrmidons” had solicited him to take a
position in the government, Turner felt
astonished at this remark, and had gone
to Mr. McInnes and the chairman and
stated that Mr. McInnes’ remarks were
false. He had witnesses to prove that
MecInnes had come down to his office to
make arrangements tio get into the govern-
ment and to bring over two supporters to
Mr. Turner.

Turner then related the circumstances
of Private Secretary McInnes’ visit to
him at the finance department in connec-
tion with the effort to get his brother in-
to the government. He had asked Mr.
Turner: “Have you had a letter from the
Governor?’ “Yes,” said Mr. Turner. “1
wrote,” replied the private - secretary,
“but there is a way out of the difficulty.”
McInnes then ‘went on to make the offer
of his brother’s support. I'urner, in order
to make sure that he would have witness-
es, proposed a meeting in town, and said:
“I would like him to:call at my office in
town,” and on going to town he had made
arrangements with his bookkeeper to be
present. This was the witness which Mr.
Turner could produce at any time. Dur-
ing the conversation Turner asked for the
names of the supporters whom he was to
bring over. -McInnes withdrew, promising

o see his friends and call again. A day
later he called and said that he would
not give any names, but thought he could

of the name should co-operate at this crit-
ical juncture in the history of the prov-
ince in giving the quietus to Martinism
and all that it implies.

Mr. Mackintosh visited Columbia today,
and his reception there was equally en-
thusiastic with that accorded him here. -

In company with Mayor Lloyd A. Manly
he also visited the Grand Forks smelter.

The organization of the various commit-

tees was completed this evening. The
Governor will address ‘a public meeting
here on Saturday evening. Speaking to
your correspondent today, Mr. Mackin-
tosh said: “I am gratified at the cor-
diality of my reception. During my short
stay here the assurances of the work-
ing miners and the business men con-
vince me that the cause of good gov-
ernment will be triumphant at the polls
cn the 9th of June. Continuing, the
Governor repudiated as a base slander
the statement so industriously circulated
to the effect that he was in the pay of
the Canadian Pacific railway and of the
Dunsmuirs: He was imdependent of both
and will remain so. At no stage had he
courted, or sought their support. The
Governor added that he looked forward
with pleasure to the opportunity whica
will shortly be afforded him of stating
hizf views on the main issues of the cam-

paign. *
In conclusion Mr. Mackintosh declared’

himself as vigorously opposed to corpor-
ate rule of any kind. He considered that
his political career spoke for itself.
Mr. Mackintosh has decided views re-
specting the necessity for independent:

in the provincial legislature. After the
elections he purposes carrying oat his
statesmanlike policy in its enticsty.

On the
desk in front of the seat of the leader of
the opposition, was a basket of roses. It
was placed there on account of the day
being the 45th anniversary of the entrance
of Sir Charles Tuppér into public li'e. As
soon as Sir Charles entered the House he
was greeted with applause, which was
given as heartily and freely from the gov-
ernment as from the opposition side.
The leader of the House, Sir ‘'W. Laurier,
joined in the demomstration, and a num-
ber of Liberal members called on Sir
Charles to give a speech.

Sir Charles, after refer-
ring to his long career in public life, said
he would like to retire, but would not do
so-until after the next! general election.
Laurier replied, congratulating the leader
of the opposition on his long, and in many
respects, useful career, as being identified
with the leading affairs of the.country,
particularly confederation, and comcluded
by wishing Sir Charles long life in the
Canadian parliament: in opposition.

The quantity of grain awaiting
shipment at Lyttelton, New Zealand, is
exceedingly large. In the legislative as-
sembly at Auckland, Mr. J. H. Witte-
ford, the government candidate, has been
returned by a majority of 1,100.

The Archbishops ‘of Canterbury and
York on the lst inst., pronounced their
opinions on cases raising the question oi
the reservation of the Sacrament. The
Archbishops decided that the Church of
England did not at present allow reserva-
tion in any form.

The interest in trade and comuuverce
with which the Austrian official world has
latterly bean inspifed is again manifested
in the mission entrusted to the Austro-
Hungarian corvette Donau, wiich will
shortly start on a voyage to South Ameri-
ca, estimated to occupy about 12 months.

It is reported that Cheng Lim
Shan admits the embezzlement. Sheng
Taotai, director of telegraphs, is appar-
ently only anxious to obtain the money,
being himself responsible for it to the
_throne. It is believed that if he is success-
ful further proceedings will be dropped.

Ismail Kemal Bey, who was lately ap-
pointed Vali of Tripoli, Barbary, being
convinced that foul play awaited him
there, has refused the appointment, and
has obtained permission to retire to Eu-
rope with his three sons. It was on board
the British embassy despatch vessel that
he found refuge from arrest in the mean-
while. Ismail is an upright, enlightened
anu educated man, greatly respected by
his co-religionists throughout the empire,
over whom he exercises a powerful influ-
ence. He is no revolutionist, and has al-
ways been loyal, but the Sultan took of-
fence at his outspoken advocacy of ad-
ministrative reform.

U. 8. Extradition Bill.

Washington, D. C., May 23.—The house

.today passed without division the extra-

dition bill framed by the judiciary com-
mittee, but only after a debate in which
eonziderable political rancor was aroused.
There was no division of sentiment as te
the duty of congress to pass a bill to per-
mit the extradition of Neely, but Demo-
crats objected to the language of the bill
which covered “any foreign country -or
territory, or part thereof, occupied by
the United States.” The house also ad-
opted the resolution to allow the com-
mittee on ways and means to sit during
the recess of congress for the purpose of
framing a bill for the reduction of the
war revenues and the resolution for a sine
die adjournment June 6.

Test of Speed of War Automobile.

The war automobile, of which E. J.
Pennington of 20 ¥ifth avenue is the in-
ventor, was sent out recently into the
wilds of Brooklyn for a test run by the
company which, it is said, is building the
machines for the KEnglish government to
be used in South Africa. An  ordinary
automobile went along as an escort. The
war machine was furnished with a 30-
horse power gasoline motor, which, it 18
asserted, can drive it' 75 miles an hour.
The ¥latbush section of Washington
avenue was selected for the trial, and the
yfiing progress of the machine along that
asphalted avenue about 7 o’clock in-the
evening caused both surprise and awe.
