The =sentiment
which clings around the old resurrect
ed pieces makes an appeal irresistitile
to the homemaker who dates her own
ancestry back to colonial days, Forin
pately there are faithfukreprodnctions
of authentic colonial furniture to ‘be
bad today, worthy in all respects and
at prices within reach of the modest
bome. Not all that is labeled colonial
is worthy by any manner of means,
but between the many good rcprudu'c;
tions that can be had. the bargains still
to be had in antique shops and at anc-
tion sales for those who look long and
bard enough and the “finds” that even
now reward the diligent *“in quest -of
the colonial” there seems to be small
excuse for accepting crude substitutes.

What is colonial_furniture? Every
one has‘some sort of idea of what
is meant by this very broad term co-
lonial, but how many have any defi-.

Trath is that in fits
generally accepted meaning the coloni-
al period has come to include much
more than ceuld be brought under fits
literal definition: Strictly speaking,
this characterization belongs only to
sneh furnishings as were Imported
into or made in the colonies before
1776.

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With Regard to the Consumption
of Liquor in Saska;chewan.

Saskatchewan may do and may not
do under the new Sales of Liquor
Act, which went into effect on July 1
is set forth in this simmary ot the
new legislation.

On and after July 1 all bars in|
Saskatchewan will be closed.

On the same day Government
liquor stores estabhshed throughout
the province.:

The Government liquor stores will
remain openH continuously from g
a.m, to 5 p.m.

FOUR GALLONS A DAY

The maximum quantity of liquor
that may be sold to a purchaser in
one day is four gallons of beer or
other malt liquortwo gallons of wine
and one ga110n of any other liquor.

The minimum amount that may be ||

sold is 16 ounces.

All goods must be sold for cash,
and a receipt must be given to each
purchaser.

A penalty of $350 or one month’s
imprisonment attaches to the giving
.of a fictitious name.

No person after July 1 may con-|

sume any liquor within a city, town,
v111age or hamlet ekcept in a dwell-

|® ing house,

A dwelling hou<»el includes every
house or part of a house or building
occupied bona fide and used solely
as a place of abode. :

A hotel is not classed as a dwe'lin
house under the act, and’ no lhquér
may be. consumed by the proprietor

{ or his guests in any hotel or board-

4ing house or restaurant licensed un-
der the Publc Accommodation Act,

CLUBS ARE BARRED

No liquor may be consumed in aay
club, whether incorporated or not.

No liguor may be consumed in
any livery stable, garage, lumoes af-
fice or grain elevator premises.

Any organization, whether incor-
porated or not, may appiy for per-
missicn to the director of prosecu-
tions five days in advance for per-
mission to hold a banquet.

Only four permits will be giunted
to any organization each year.

The ‘amount that may bs served
at such banquets i two quarts ot
beer or one pint of wine to each
individual,

No banquet at which liquor s
served may be held in a hotzl, board-
ing house, restaurant or other place
licensed under the provisions of the
Hotel Act. .

NO PUBLIC DRINKiNu

Nc¢ person shall drink publicly in
any street car, passenger or ireight
train under a penalty on conviition
of, a fine- of $50 or 30 days’ unprison-
ment. :

Any liquid containing more than
one per cent. alcohol shall be deém-
ed to be intoxicating.

A manufacturer in Saskatchewan
may sell for delivery outside ci the
province, but cannot sell or deliver
liguor in the province,

The law wil be enforced by ihe
N. W. M. P. who will be assisted by
the province police and by special
constables. .

Special maigstrates will be ap-
pointed to deal with infractions ot
the Liquor Law.

No one may purchase Ijuor in
Saskatchewan except from the Gov-
ernment.

CAN GET IT SHIPPED IN

Anyone in Saskatchewan may have
liquor shipped to him from outside
the province for consumption in his
own home.

Advertising liquors in nexspapers
and on billboards is prohib'te' as is
also the circulation of price lists and
catalogues.

Physicians and veterinary
geons may prescribe liquor, whiih
may be sold by druggists. FPhysi-
cians may also sell liquors under cer-
tain restrictions for medicinal pur-
poses,
