Of
a quiet and studious disposition from
childhood, he soon acquired a good
elementary education in the public
schools in the vicinity of bis birth-
place, and subsequently entered what
was then+ known as the Farmersville
Grammar School, which previous to
that time and since has proved a
rich- educational training ground for
many of Ontario’s prominent men.
When he left the institution he had
an excellent English education and ' for
a brief time applied it in the direction
of teaching school. He had in view,
however, the adoption of law as a pro-
fession and following that inciination
entered the Brockville office of the
late Hon. C. F. Fraser, as an articled
student. Here his studious habits
soon worked to his advancement and
at the Easter term of 1876 he was call
ed to the bar of Ontario. Even before
this time he bad turned his attention
somewhat to the field of politics. Of
pleasing address, a good debater, and
possessing & koen insight into things
political, he soon came to the front and
at the general election of 1882 was
elected as member ot the house of
Commons for Brockville on the Con-
servative ticket. This position he has
held continuously since, on orfe occasion
being returned without opposition.
In 1890 he was wade a Q. C,, and in
the same year was electel Daputy
Speaker of the House and appointed
chairman of the committees. Two
years later on Dec. 5th, 1892, he
entered the administration of the late
Sir John Thompson as Controller of
Inland Revenue, and remained in the
government until it was defeated in
the general election’of 1896. 1In the
meantime, however, he was trans-
ferred to the Customs Department as
Controller, aud was also a member of
the Advisory Board of the Liberal
Conservative Union of Ontario. He
also held other prominent pdiitions,
including the solicitorship of the
united counties of Leed and Grenyille,
and likewise of the Brockville Loan and
Savings Co. He was also at one time
vice presilent of the Brockville &
Westport ‘Railway. He 'was never
married. His surviving relatives in-
clude an elder brother, Mr. James
Wond, of the local Inland Revenue of-
fice ; a younger brother Mr. Wm.
