The Burning of Wild Goose
Lodge.

About nine o'clock on- a wild October

lonely little chapel at Stonetown, in the
county Louth, many long miles trom Dundalk
is filled hy a mysterious party of about forly
men, wrapped in the rough heavy:caped
frieze great.coats of the erdinary Irish pea-
sant, and armed with rade guns, horse-pistols,
bludgeons, cld gen-barrels set in pistol-
stocks, and pitchforks! The men look sav-
age, pale, and worn ; many of them bave
ridden from great distances,— from outlying
villages in Meash, Cavan, and Monaghan
There are farmers and fishermen from the
coast, blacksmiths, artisas, and farming-
lads, men of all ages and classes ; their brows

sense of & horrible seeret about which they
mutter under breath. They have met for no
midnight mass, They are veot on no pil-
grimage to Croagh Patrick, or the entrance
ot Pargatory, on the island in Laugh
Deargh. No privst is on his way to exhibit
the host to these perturbed men. Thesacred
bell will not tinkle that night within the road
side chapel, nor the crucifix be raised above
their beads by a robed minister of God. They
have not the air of men who come to kneel
or who wish to unburden their souls before
the holy altar. They are not bent on work
to tarther which either the Virgin, the saints
or the angels can be invoked. They are
looking at the hammers and triggers of
pistols ; they are loading guos ; they are
firxing and sharpening bayonets with hideous

There is a suppressed shout ard a wave of
guns and pitchforks, as some one produces a
bottle of whiskey and an egg-shell ; the fiere
liquor is passed round, till the eyes ot thy
conspirators begin lulimr, and a cruel
alacrity irspires the tired men, whom Dbvan
now selects aod divides into two bands,
Then, carrying the lighted turf, Devan leeds
them into the road in rough military order,
and eorefully locks the chapel door behind
him. They march trom that okapel by the
Mill of Louth slmost silently. Are they
merely gomng to drill, or are they going to
attack some farmer's house ? Many do not
et know ; all that many know is that they
{lve been called from the forie and the
plough, the fishing.bont and the s ibbeen, on
some secret errand of the Ribbonmen com-
mittee, and that they dared not refuse to
come. But Devan, and M'Cabe, Marron,
and M'Elarney, they know, for they are the
leaders, and every one will soon know.
Through the ranks from time to time qrud
the words, “Remember, boys, who hung
Tierney, Coulan. and Shanley ; we must show
no mercy to them who shoyed none."” Then
there rolls along & ground-swell of deep
curses and execrations in Irish, as Devan
waves the turf torch, that glows scarfet 1n
the wind. ¢
In the mean time, other bands are cons
verging to the same spot. A paaty of men,
with guus, pistols, and londed sticks, have
come from the ads of Correcklick,
where others have joined them ; again, ai
the cross-roads of Ballynavorneen, others
have come riding up sniling and shouting ¢
at the cross-ronds of Dumbridge there bhave
also been recruits ; and even at Churchtown
there was one armed maa waiting. At
Churchtown, the men on foot, knowing the
country every “shap” and dike, leap away
1o Keaghstown Chapel, the near way across
the fields, but the horsemen (many riding
double) ride to Reaghstown by the road to
Tullykeel. 5

There are near upon a kundred now ;
savage-looking fellows, many of them 'nfl
bad foreheads, bigh cheek-bcnes, and course
eruel mouths, ready for any crime. They
are near the place of action’, at Arihurstown
Chapel more whiskey is produced ; they
madden themselves with drink ; for there is
work to do, and there may be fighting, if the
dragoons come down on them.  The fiérce
fellow who leads the Reaghstown detach-
meut boasts that he has a party that can be
velied on, and lie goes to Campbell, who
brought up the men from Dumbride, and,
flourishing ® pistol, swears that if any of
either party fliuch, he will blow their brains
out.
Beyond Reaghstown Chapel the country
gets very wild, and there is one narrow
swampy lane which horses can hardly
traverse, There is one small farm-house on
a piece of rising land ; at this season almost
surrounded by water, it is only approachable
(except in a beat) by the narrow pass lead-
ing trom the south eide of Reighstown Chapel
lane. The bog is & wild mournful desolate
place, mueh like any other of the five million
acres of bog that give 8 mournful monoton-
ous character 1o lrish scenery ; wide tussocky
tracks, untouched gince the Deluge, great
thorny lumps ot furze, tangled nets of bramn
ble, giant hillocks of rush, tufts of coarse
dead grass, acres of heather ; deep trenches
are cut 1n the madder-colored peat earth for
drainage, from which the snipe darts and
zigzags when you arroach ; little black peat-
stacks; these form the only, landmarks to
oreak the melancholy level, or here and
there a_little heap of course recdy grass;
everywhere, by the dark chocolate slices dug
but yesterday, or the dustier and more friable
sections of the older workings, the wild
cotton its delusive little tufts of snowy

into the barefooted, quick, rag, P
children scraps of o:hlin, dreﬁ: sections
of the multiplication-table, and fragments of
Irish grammer. Those black sods lying in
8 heap by the low smouldering fire of red.hot
peat are the fees that each boy brings daily
0 xsy for his rough schooling. The chapel
is hot, reeking, and close, for it has not been
opened since the classes left. Rl
Mr. Devan is held by the country people,
the peat-cutters and ploughmen of Htonetown
and Reagstown, to be a prodigy of learving.
‘I'he only wonder is, that he never weut to
catry off all the prizes at Maynooth, or to
astonish the learned Jesuits at St. Omer.
He can read the breviary in Latin, and can
repeat the prayers for the dead almost as
well as Father Murphy, He knows the
Hours by heart, aud can recite long pcems
in Irish. He can bardly ask you gnv you
are, or how the wite and children ate,
without brinFing in the Latin. No one pris-
trates himselt lower or with more solemnity
when the blo:: ri;n s and the host 18 elevated ;
no one in Lout one more pilgrimages,
or performed more fmﬁonl. Igo ove can
tell you more about the Holy Father, and
the great ceremonies at Rome ; and "ailhl !
