DISCUSS IMMIGRATION 
IN THE OLD COUNTRY

Mr. H. F. Kenney, general secretary 
of the Alberta Sunday School associ­
ation, has been in attendance as the ca 
sole representative of Alberta, at the 
Wotid’s Sunday School oonvenltidn. 
held in Washington, DC., May 19th 
to 24th. He sends the following re­
port of what was undoubtedly the 
most cosmopolitan gathering ever 
held on the continent.

Unprecedented for its cosmopolitan­
ism, unequaled in the magnitude of 
its constituency, and unsurpassed as 
a spectacle, the World’s Sixth Sunday 
School convention in Washington, D.
C., May 19-24, marks an event in re­
ligious history.

President Taft was not alone in ex­
pressing amazement over the size and 
character of the convention. He look­
ed out over a sea of six thousand faces 
on the opening night, while outside 
the convention hall a stil-l ledger num­
ber of persons congregated, unable to 
enter. Nearly twenty-five hundred of 
the official delegates wore red ribbon 
badges with the legend ‘‘North Ameri­
ca.” Some five hundred others wore 
blue badges bearing the names of more 
than fifty different nations, as demote 
as China and South America, Turkey 
and Australia. In addition to these 
three thousand official and representa­
tive delegates from every State and 
province in the. United Slates and 
Canada and from foreign lands, there 
were about seven thousand unofficial 
delegates or visitors. Sometimes three 
and four simultaneous convention ses­
sions were inadequate to hold the 
throngs.

A Great Spectacle.
It was a spectacular convention 

The great Men's Bible Class parade 
on the afternoon of May 20 opened 
the eyes of Washington to the virility 
and masculinity of modem religion.
In order that some members of con­
gress might march in the parade, as 
they did, and that others might wit­
ness it, congress adjourned ejfrly on 
the day of the demonstration. Tor- 
rental rains immediately preceded 
and followed the parade, largely re­
ducing the ranks ; nevertheless five 
thousand men in a bannered proces­
sion a mile long marched down Pen­
nsylvania Avenue, and were reviewed

Various factors combined to make 
the convention a missioanary occasion 
Many distinctively missionary ad­
dresses were made. The presence of 
several hundred missionaries helped. 
So did the missionary and education­
al exhibit. The realization that the

World’s Sunday School day, in more 
than two hundred languages and dia­
lects, as reported to the convention by 
cables from various lands, was a real 
missionary factor. Literally thous­
ands of. sermons upon the religious 
training of youth seem to have been 
preached upon that day.
