RELATIONS WITH GREAT BRI­

The future of Ontario, #e said, was In 

the hands of its rulers, and the great­
ness of -that future was only to be lim­
ited by the results of the policy we 
should pursue and the efforts we 
should make to realize its magnificent 
material possibilities. As hinted before, 
we were only now coming to -realize 
what our connection with and inti­
mate relations to the empire at home 
meant. In the literal and fiscal sense 
we might not get from Great Britain 
a trade preference. But there was a 
preference of merit which, we could 
achieve in the British market, and we 
had already by r'orce of sheer merit 
gamed a splendl i preference in the 
British market in the matter of cheese, 
and were rapidly gaining a similar pre­
ference in the matter of butter and 
bacon. The preference in cheese had 
been secured by sending to the home 
market the beat the world could pro­
duce, and that we had been able to 
practically capture the cheese market 
was very largely due to the intelligent, 
systematic and organized assistance 
that had been given the dairying 
Industry of the province by the On­
tario Government, and so great has 
been the impetus given -to cheese pro­
ducts that an output of a little over 
half a million dollars at confederation 
has grown to a grand total of over sev­
enteen million dollars a year. Similar 
encouragement has led to the rapid 
betterment of the butter and bacon 
trade. Great Britain) took freely what 
we could send her, so long es It suits 
her taste. We had an unbounded sup­
ply of what she needed, and we had 
only to put it into marketable shape, 
and there was no limit to -the resulting 
trade or resulting profit of our dealings 
with Great Britain. We had only skim­
med the surface of our mines; we had 
only hewed the border of our forest 
wealth. This was

AN AGE OF PROGRESS. 
Ontario must keep pace with the 
advance of the age. We must—and 
that was the essence of the policy of 
the present government—put in train 
the process of development of our nat­
ional resources. In this we should not 
only -have the direct results of such 
a process of development, hut that 
process would put In motion a sequence 
of individual or commercial activities 
which, expanding, in an ever widen­
ing circle would bring results beyond 
our most sanguine dreams. We have 
millions of acres of land in a wild, 
untenanted and undeveloped condition, 
capable of yielding untold agricultural 
Wealth, and of sustaining thousands ot 
an agricultural population. These now 
waste lands were practically useless, 
because they were inaccessible. We 
must make a way to get at them. To 
secure this object, the first necessity 
suggested was railways end coloniza­
tion roads. In this and other ways 
these areas of wild lands would not 
only be made accessible, but attract­
ive to the settler. It was common com­
plaint that the most difficult crop for 
the farmer to raise was a crop of far­
mers—that the boys would not stay on 
the farm. Farmers' eons and our sur­
plus population were crowding the cit­
ies and towns, and with a doubly un­
fortunate result—the form *ras depriv­
ed ot their services, and their presence 
In the center» ot population congested

demand for manufactured products, 
that would stimulate the commercial 
the labor market; making employment 
more difficult to obtain, and tending to 
reduce wages. Now, a splendid cure for 
these conditions was to make our new 
lands so attractive, make the condition 
of life there eo nearly similar to the 
older settled portions of the province, 
that farmers’ sons and our surplus pop­
ulation would find pioneer life robbed 
of its terrors, and made attractive. We 
could not do too much within -reason­
able limits to -take- steps 'that would 
place farmers’ sons and others of our 
surplus population, upon these lands, 
and thus, instead of allowing them to 
crowd the city labor markets, farmers’ 
eons and others would settle on our 
now waste lands, thus establishing set­
tled conditions, and creating centers of
