PARNELL REPUDIATED.

The Manitésto of the Irish-American
Envoys—An Unqualified
Decision.

All the fhases of the Crisis l)is-k
~-cussed, and Parnell Requested
" to Stand Aside.

Cr1caco, Nov. 30.—Five of the Irish
delegates, John Dillon, William O’Brien,
T. P. O’Connor, T.: D. Sullivan and
T. P. Gill, have decided to join in the
demand of ‘those of their colleagues in
Ireland. who cdll on Parnell to retire
from the leadership of the Irish people.
“Their decision was embodied in a mani-
festo, which-was cabled, to-night, to Jus-
tin McCarthy. The decision will ‘be
placed before the meeting of the Irish
members, to be held - London to-mor-
row afternoon.. Timothy Harrington is
the only delegate to stand by Parnell. .

THE MANIFESTO.

_To Justin McCarthy, M. P., vice-
«chairman of the Irish party :—Our sense
-of the matchless genius ‘of Parnell ae a
deader, of the imperishable services he
has rendered to the Irish cause, of the
~courage, integrity and splendid success
with which he led our people for 10 years,
-and the tie of comradeship and personal
respect and. affection, which for years
bound us to him, have made us ‘suspend
to the latest possible moment our Jjudg-
ment against his further leadership. ~ The
obligation to express this judgment is to

_-all of us the most painful duty of our
dives, No earthly consideration could
have meved us to our determination ex-

‘cept the solemn conviction that we are
drniven to choose between Parnell and the

_ destruction of oar country’s cause. So
painfully alive were we to all we might
be involved in by the loss of a leader that
"we eagerly co-operate with our colleagues
in every effort to retain the influence in
our councils.

The manifesto which Parnell has just
assued cuts us off from the last hope to
which we cling. Anxious to avoid any
word that might embitter the controver-
sy, we shall not dwell upon the cruel in-
Jjustice with which he treats members of
the party that has followed him with
loyalty and affection, such as no leader

-ever experienced before. His recollec-
tions of this loyalty to him in many an
-hour of trial, might well have saved them
‘from the 1mputation that any section of
‘them could have allowed their integrity
t> be sapped by liberal members, nor
would we do more than enter a protest
against the violation-of all constitutional
principle, in flouting, in anticipation, the
decision of the elected representatives of
our people, from whose votes the- chais-
man of the party receives his authority,
and the resorting to a vague general ap-
eal over their heads. Considerations
ike these we should readily have waived
in the interest of the national society,
but the method in which, ignoring the

«origin of the present calamitious situa-
tion, Parnell endeavored to fasten the
xesponsibility for it upon Gladstone and
Morley compels wus to disassociate
-ourselves in the strongest manner from
-an imputation which we bulieve to be
veckless and unjust. %

We view with abhorrence the attacks
made on Parnell by his public and private
enemies under cover of his present difficul-
ties. To attacks of this kird, aidressed
to a man of proud and strong s; i it, we
attribute many of the terrible d ingers
with which Ireland is now thr a ened,
and we fear thmt they wmight do turther
mischief by diverting the minds of many
veople from the grave dational to the
purely personal issues in the naturpl re-
sentment of an ungenerous attack on a
great body in the hour of stress and dis-
aster. But, while making every possible
allowance for .Parnell’s feelings on this

scors, we consider it unjust to the

SUICIDE ON A STEAMSHIP.

Rohert Byers, Purser of the Pomona, Takes
Two Ounces of: Qhlo: ofonm.

Sax Francisco, Nov. 30.—Robert Byers,
 purser of the steamer, Pomona, lies at 4 re-
ceiving hospital in a precarious condition
from the effects of baking two full ounces of
:chloroform. The. ateamer arrived in port
this morning and: Byers obtained a four-
oumee vial, half filed wita chloroform, fron,
the steward on the pretext that he wanted
iv for some harmless purpose. Late in the
morning one of; the waiters of the vessel
went to the purser’s statercom to make his
bed and
groans gave evidence that-he was in deep
pain. - The empty vial of chloroform told
the story. Captain Hall was notified and a
physician summoned. The latter immedi.
ately sent Kim te the receicing hospital, ap-
plied an antidote and revived Byers., The
chloroform burned his throat and stomach
frigh'fully and caused a severe hemorrhage.
Byers’s recovery is doubtful. He was a sin-
gle man, aged about 28 years, and lived with
his parénts here. He had been in the em-
ploy of the Picific Coast Steamship com-
pany fov a numoer of years, first as a clerk
on the steamers San Vicente and Bonita. He
Wwas promoted to the pursership of the
stearier Bureka, transferred to the Los An-
geles, and was lately installed on the Po-
mona. , He was a membar of the Native
Sons of the Golden West, and was well
known. He left no writing explaining the
cause of -his act. It is said he anee at-
tempted to commit suicide before.
