He was graduated at Yale in
1845, read law, eogaged in farming,
traveled for two years in foreign countries,
and after receiving his degree from Transyl-
vania law school, Lexington, Ky., settled
in Chicago, where he engaged in real estate
operations,  After the great fire of 1871 he
served as ocounty commissioner for three
years.  Afver returning from a second
European ]onme{)ein 1874 he was elected to
Congress by the Democrats, and served two
years. In 1879 he was chosen mayor
of Chicago, and held the office for
eight' years. He was mayor during
the anarchist riots of May, 1886, The
agitators bad been -allowed the greatest
license by Harrison, aud grew bolder and
bolder until the memorable bomb throwing
of May4. After the police massacre Harrison
virtually placed the city under martial law.
In the recent campsign Mike McDonald,
kingofthe gamblers, was Harrison’s manager,
and all the saloon keepers, gamblers and
the “‘tough” element were on his side.
