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“MOWERAS” REWARL

The Sum of Twenty-Six Thousand
Dollars Awarded in the * Strath-
nevis ” Sal\"age Case.

Owners, Captain and Crew of the
‘** Mineola ”’ Alsg, Suitably
Recompensed.

Judge C. H. Hanford, of Seattle, on
Monday afternoon handed down a deci-
sion in the famous salvage case of the
Canadian-Australian Steamship Co. ve.
the steamer Strathnevis; and the Pacific
Improvement Co., owner of the Mineola,
ve. the Strathnevis, ‘in which he de-
creed to the owners of the Miowera and
her crew $26,200, and to the owners of
the Mineola and her crew $20,500,

making a total of $46,700. The facts of
the case and the history of the rescue
are fully- and graphically told in the!
judgment, which is in part appended:

*‘ These case are full of interest be-
cause of the important.questions present-
ed for consideration, as well as for the
story of ‘hardships endured, heroic
efforts to save, and the final rescue of a
valuable ship and cargo, and the lives of
a large number' of persons constituting
her ship’s company and passengers,
That story; briefly toid, is as follows :

** On October 20 the steamship Strath-
nevis left Tacoma with flour and miscel-
laneous merchandise, of the value of
$55,000, 120 passengers and a crew of
thirty bound to Yokohama. She touched
at Victoria and there took on other pas-
sengers, making the total number 165,
On the seventh day out from Victoria, in
latitude 49 deg. 14 min. north and longi-
tude 164 deg. 27 min. west, and distant
about 1,600 miles from Cape Flattery, in
a heavy northwest gale, her propeller
sbaft broke between the stern post and
boss. It was a clean break, the propel-
ler being completely severed from the
vessel and lost in the sea, depriving the
vessel of all use ot her propelling ma-
chinery and leayieg her destitute of
motive power, excépt the wind. The
Strathnevis was built for a cargo ship,
but had been fitted for the accom-
modation of paesengers, and was
at the time referred to employed
as one of the vessels of the North-
ern Pacific eteamship line, from Tacoma
to Hongkong, via Victoria and Yoko-
hama. She carried five small sails,
which, with two others improvised after
the accident, made a total spread of can-
vag of less than 1,000 yards. In her dis-
abled condition, and with her inadequate
facilities for sailing, she battled with
tempestuous weather, making slow pro-
gress toward the coast from which she
nad last departed, for fifty-nine days,
when, about 500 miles from Cape Flat.-
tery, she was met by the English steam-
ship Miowera, bound from Victoria via
Honolulu and Fiji islands to Sydney,
Australia. At this time the Strathnevis
was short of provisions of almost every
kind, except é)our and salmon, which con-
stituted the bulk of her cargo; her of-
ficers and crew were worn and dejected,
and she was flying sighald of distress,
signifying that she was 'disabled and
wanted to be taken in tow. As soon as
the vessels came sufficiently near to-
gether, she sent her first officer on board
the Miowera, commissioned by her mas-
ter to arrange with the master of the
Miowera for the assistance fequired,
After partaking of refreshments this
officer gave a brief account of the experi-
ences of the Strathnevis, and obtained
the consert of the Miowera’s captain to
turn back and make the attempt to tow
the Strathnevis to Victoria, which was
the nearest port of safety under the
British flag, and also obtained a quan-
tity of provisions and ship’s stores,
which were sent in boats to the Strath-
nevis. At this time the weather and
gsea were moderate, and the Miowera,
with commendable promptness took
the Strathnevis in tow and
etarted for Victoria at 12:30 p.m. on De-
cember 18, 1895. Soon afterwards the
barometer began fdlling rapidly, the
wind freshened, the sea became rough
and the weather became thick, with a

done about the deck. Quantities of
water forced its way through the various
openings -in ‘the deck and the stoke
hole, flooding her cabins and engine
room. The witnesses testify thatthe
Strathnevis was rolling so that from the
Miowera her colored -lights appeared at
times to be almost perpéndicular one
above the ‘other. Between 12 and 1
o’clock on the morning of December 23,
when distant about sixty-three miles
from-Oape Flattery, the tow lines were
again broken, and at 4 o’clock a.m. the
vessels lost sightof each other. The Mi-
owera waited ‘until daylight- and then
steamed in the direction in which it was
supposed the Strathnevis drifted, if she
had not foundered. - She continaed to
search for the Strathnevis until about 1
p.m., when her captain sapposing that it
would be unsafe to approach nearer to
land, and that he had steamed a greater
distance than the Strathrevis would have
drifted, ‘were she still afloat, again
changed his course and headed towards
the sea. At 4 o’clock p.m. he abandoned
all'hope of finding the Strathnevis or of
being able to do anything for her people,
and although he was then not more than
fifty miles distant from a telegraph sta-
tion just inside the' entrance to the
Straits of -Jugn de Fupa, he steamed
away on his course for -Honolulu. The
next day at noon she had logged 248
miles, and a few minutes later her en-
gines stopped, and -aceording to-the en-
gineer’s log ari examination then made
showed that one valve and several other
small pieces' of her machinery were
broken. Repairs were made, and at 5 :50
p.m. she started ahead at full speed and
proceeded to Homnolulu without any
other important occurrence.  Accord-
ing tb the captain’s testimony he
was apprehensive of trouble ijom
her engines giving out at the time
of abandoping search for the Strath-
nevis, and he deemed it necessary to
run far out to sea for safety. It does
not appear, however, thatany inspection
of the machinery was made until after
the engines stopped working, as above
noted.

‘*“ The Strathnevis was driven before
the gale until she came within scven
miles of Destruction island, where she
dropped anchor in thirty-five fathoms of
water. Not only the anchor, but all the
cable to which it was attached, went
overboard and was lost; a second anchor
was then cast, and it held her until she
was taken in tow, and finaily rescued by
the steamship Mineola. On the morn-
ing of December 24 the Mineola found
the Strathnevis at anchor on the lee
shore of Destruction island, flying a
signal of distress. The storm had at
that time moderated go that but little
delay was experienced in sending a tow
line from the Mineola to theStrathnevis,
and the Mineola being better supplied
than the Miowera with facilities for
handling a heavy tow, she was able to,
and did bring the Strathnevis safely into
the harbor of Port Towmfend. After
leaving Tacoma the machinery of the
Mineoia was found to.be not in perfect
working order, and her officers, in un-
dertaking the heavy task of towing the
Strathnevis, were conscious of the risk
of ruuning into fatal danger if her
machinery should break down. From
about 8 p.m. and during the remainder
of the night of December 24 very severe
weather prevatled off Cape Flattery and

gﬁ%%&%{q -8.m;, on-the

25th. In the 8traits the wind and sea con-
tinued to'increas¢, and the weather be-
came thick with continuous rain, so that
it was difficult for the master of the
Mineola to determine or keep his posi-
tion. It was the intentjon to take the
Strathnevis to Royal Roads, and as she
then had on board but one anchor cable,
which was 4in use to lengthen the tow
line, a stop was made for the purpose of
unshackling the cable from the hawser
80 a8 to get In readiness for anchoring.
When the chain had been unshackled
and the hawser of the Mineola made fast
to the Strathnevis the increusing wind
and sea caused the master of the Mine-
ola, with the consent of the master of
the Strathnevis, to abandon the purpose
of going to Royal Roads aud ‘to run
for Port . Townsend instead, which,
from the position in which the vessels
were, could be reached with less danger,
In order to save her it was necessary for
the Mineola to run close under the lee of
the Strathnevis and lower a boat into
the raging sea. The boat succeeded in
reaching the Strathnevis, and the second

drizzling rain. The same state of
weathed continued, and became even
more tempestuous until the vesgels
finallyseparated. Attwenty-five minutes
past midnight on the morning of Decem-
ber 19, the tow line was broken by the
heavy strain, and the irregular move-
ments of the heavy vessel in tow, as she
was rolled and plunged by the force of
the stormy sea. * It was necessary to wait
for daylight before any attempt could be
made to again connect the two vessels,
and it was then found to be extremely
difficult on' account of the high waves
and squally weather; the whole day was
spent in ineffectual efforts. Late
in the afterncon a line was picked
up, but before a hawser could be
drawn from one vessel to the other
it was parted by ‘the rolling and
pitching of both vessels, and it became
necesgary to again wait for daylight of

p. m. the Miowera signalled to the
Strathnevie ‘will send a boat,” and a
boat with a volunteer crew was accord-
ingly sent, the officers and seamen con-
stituting the volunteer erew exposing
themselves to great peril._and being
obliged to perform most exhausting la-
bor. At last, on December 20, success
attended their efforts, and the vessels
resumed their journey towards Victoria,
the Strathnevis being held in tow by
two lines shackled to the part and star-
board cables of the Miowera. There
wag extraordinary vigilance and pru-
dence on_the part of the officers
of the Miowera in running her
engines, regulating her . speed,
steering her courses, keeping
lookout, and watching the haw.

After the hawser had
been.made fast to the Mineola she pro-
ceeded with the Strathnevis in tow and
succeeded in reaching Port Townsend at
about 9 o’clock in the evening of Decem-

After reviewing the service rendered
by the Mineola and the risk involved,
the judgment proceeds :

‘“ I find the value of the property saved
to be, according to a preponderance of
the evidence, as follows: Value of the
Strathnevis, $160,000 ; value of her cargo,
,000; value of freight and- passen-
ger money, $15,000, Total value, $220,-
000. By the undisputed evidence it is
shown 'that the value of the, Mineola,
her cargo and freight, amounted to $216,-
850. The time of the Mineola consumed
by the deviation from her voyage was
four days, and the value thereqf
was $2,000, " and her hawser de-
stroyed in the service was worth $600.

In view of all the facts and éircum-
stances, it is my conclusion that the fol-
lowing sums, as a reward for the service
rendered in saving the Strathnevis, are
just and. reasonable: To the owner of
the Mineols; $12,000; Capt. Pillsbury,
$1,800.” (The court then allows the
first mate, other officers and men sums
ranging from $600 to $100 each, the total
of all amounting to $20,500.) *‘In the
distribution as above I have intended to
recognize special merit in Second Officer
Kirkwood and ‘Seamen Nelson, Olson,

They reached g,point about forty miles
distant from Cape Flattery, when on ac-
count of the fierce westerly gale it be-
came too hazardous to continue running
in the same direction as the wind, to-
wards the coast, and it became necessary
to come around 8o as to head towards the
sea, At this time ‘the gale was ex-
tremely fierce and the sea was running
high, causing the vessel to roll and
plunge with tremendous force. The
weight of the tow bore heavily, causing
the stern of the Miowera to bury into
the sea to a depth of six feet. Some of
her skylights were broken, tarpaulin
coverings were stripped from the hatch-
ways, and 2 great deal of damage wag

- ‘“ Referring now to the case of the
Miowera, I find from the pleadings and
the evidence, that she found the Strath-
nevis in g perilous situation, far from
land, and "out of the track of inward
bound steam vessels. With her defec-
tive gailing gear, the Strathnevis was
able at best to make but slow progress
towards any havep, and in mid-winter,
when storme were to be expected, she
was in great danger of becomingentirely
unmanageable and of being driven
ashore or upon the rocks, when she ap-
proached near the coast. The Miowera
rendered meritorious service in towing
her to the vicinity of comparative safety,
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where she was able to make seundings
and find anchorage, and where she was
in the track of passing veseels, from
which other assistance could be obtained.
This is expressly admitted in the
answer. Although she did not complete
her enterprise of salving the Strathnevis
her efforts were successful to the extent
of bringing the Strathnevis to the place
where she was able to secure other help
more speedily than she could otherwise,
and in doing so expenses were incurred
and damages sustained; the master of the
‘Miowera and her officers and crew en-
dured hardships and braved extraordi-
nary perils and exposed their vessel to
extraordinary hazard. Therefore, I gay
that they were contributors to the ulti-
mate salvation of the Strathnevis.

*‘The Miowera’s claim for salvage is
resisted on the ground that what she
did was only an atttempt to save and
she did not succeed in bringing the
Strathnevis to a place of safety, and the
attempt was abandoned while the Strath-
nevis was still in a perilous situation.
It is certainly true that success is essen-
tial to a legal demand for salvage. But
that is true only in this sense, that prop-
erty must have been actually rescued
from danger; but there is no inflexible
rule which bars trom participation in the
distribution of an:award, those who have
toiled, incurred expense, suffered losses
and ran rieks, and thereby contributed
towards the success of a salvage service
finally completed by others. The cases
are numerous in which admiralty courts
in this country and in England have ap-
portioned salvage among different sets
of ealvors, proceeding upon the theory
that all who have contributed towards
the salving of property are entitled
to share in the reward. (Here
the court cites the case of Adams
vs. Island City and several others
in support of his theory, bringing out
clearly the decisions touching on them.)

*“I think the above cases show how
the American courts regard caces of this

‘“ Application of these principles to
the case in hand, leads me to the conclu-
gion that the Miowers, her master, offi-
cers and crew, by aiding the Strathnevis
in anBwer to her signals of distress, per-
formed a salvage service entitling them
to compensation. That they did not vol-1
untarily abandon the Strathnevis, but
by going on their course to Honolulu
on December 23, without first going
to the telegraph station’ at Ta-
toosh and reporting the Strath-
nevis, the master of the Miowera
failed to perform an important duty,
and that failure gives rise to the serious
qnestion in this case, whether or not
there has not been a total forfeiture of
the right to salvage. I donot accept the
excuse given by Capt. Stott, which is
that-the machinery of the Miowera was
in such a condition that it would: haveé.
been imprudent to have made tive run’to:
the telegraph station. I think that ides
is an afterthought, for no such reason is
noted in the ship’s log, nordsit men<!
tioned in Capt. Stott’s letter giving an
account of his experience with the
Strathnevis, written before - arrival
at  Honolulu. I have concluded;
however; « out of regard for tHe
many hours of brave and ' labor-
ious efforts “to- save the Strathnevis,
and heavy expenses ana damages in-
curred and suffered.by,the Miowera, that
total forfeiture is a penalty heavier than
the offence deserves. I will therefore
award as salvage about onerhalf the
amount which in my judgment" would
otherwige be reasonable, :

‘ The Miowerd and her cargo were of
greater value than the Mineola and she
waein commisgion as a carrier of assen-
gers as well as freight, and was also em-
ployed as a carrier of the mail between
the points along her route. Her devia-
tion consumed more time than was lost
by the Mineola, and she was exposed to
greater-hazard, and a considerably larger
number of persons are entitled to - share
in the award, than the number com pos-
ing the crew of the Mineola. In view of
all the circumstances I allow the follow-
ing sums:

‘*“To the owners of the Miowera, $18,-
000; Capt. Stott, $500.” (Then follow,
as in the Mineola case, sums to the oth.
er officers and crew, ranging from $500 to
$60, the whole amounting to $26,200.)

 MERCHANT MARINE

Lloyd’s Interesting Summary of
Losses in British Shipping
for Last Year.

Arrival of the “ Mount Lebanon
at Portland—Entries and
Clearances.

The statistical summary of vessels to-
tally lost, condemned, etc., now pub-
lished by Lloyds’ Register, says the
London Times, shows that during 1895
the gross reduction in the effective mer-
cantile marine of the world amounted to
1,237 vessels of 806,278 tons, excluding
all vessels of less than 100 tons. Of this
total, 310 vessels ot 372,463 tons were
steamers, and 927 of 433,815 tons were
sailing vessels. These figures exceed
the average of the preceding four years
by 62 steamers of 81,519 tons, and by 55
sailing vessels of 42,910 tons. As re-
gards steamers owned in the United
Kingdom, the return is also above the
average, while as regards sailing vegselg
it is spmewhat below. The increase
in the case of the former is
due, not to actual wrecks, but to he
large tonnage broken up, condemned
etc. Apart from such cases the United
Kingdom steam tonnage lost during 1895
ig only equal to the value of the last four
vears, notwithstanding that since 1891
the tonnage owned has increased by 1,-
500,000 tons. The summary exhibitsin-
teresting data as to' the relative fre-
quency of the different kinds of casual-
ties, which conclude the existence of
vessels. Strandiugs and kindred casual-
ties which are comprised under the term
‘*wrecked,” are much the most prolific
cause of disaster. To such casualties
are attributable about 40 per cent. of
the losses of both steamers and
sailing vessels. The next most fre-
quent termination of a vesgel’s
career is by condemnation, dismant-
ling, etc. ; 20 per cent. of the vessels re-
moved from the merchant fleets of the
world are accounted for in this manner,
Of the remaining causes of loss, collision
is the most general for steamers (16 per
cent.), and absndonment at sea, for sail-
ing vessels (15 per cent.) Caces of
abandoned, foundered and missing ves-
sels may, perhaps, be regarded as fre-
quently more or less similar in the cir-
cumstances of loss. If these be taken
collectively, they comprehend 18 percent.
of the losses of steamers, and nearly
30 per cent. of the losses of sailing ves-
sels. The percentages here given are
based on the present return alone, but
the order of frequency of the several
classes of casuality appears to be nor-
mal. The return has been compiled in
such a manner as to enable a compari-
son to be made between the percentage
of loss suffered by each of the principal
merchant navies of the world. Great as
the annual loss of vessels belonging to
the United Kingdom appears to be, it is
seen to form a very moderate percentage
of the mercantile marine of the country,
and to compare favorably with the
losses sustained by other leading mari-
time countries. The merchant navies
which exceed a total of 1,000.000 tons
are those of the TUnited Kingdom,
the British colonies, the United States
of America, France, Germany and Nor-
way. Of these countries, the United
Kingdom shows the smallest percentage
of loss, namely, 3 per cent. of the ves.
sels, and 2.4 per cent. of the tonnage
owned ; the British colonies follow, with
3.4 per cent. of vessels and 3.7 per cent.
of tonnage. As regards steamers, the
percentage of loss for the six countries iy
2.5, while the percentage for the Unitel
Kingdom stands at 2.23. For sailing
vessels the six countries give a percent-
age of 6.3 as compared with 4.5 per cent.
for the United Kingdom.
