The enemy wuas repulsed
vexcept on the left at Daiquiri, .where the
Spaniards were obliged to netire in con-
sequence of a flanking movement upon
‘the part of the enemy. The Spanish
‘forces retired in good order .into the
mountains. Sibney and Berraco were de-
stroyed by the Americans’ shells.

Madrid, June 23.—The minister of war,
Gen. Correa, it is announced, ihas receiv-
ed an official despatch from Santiago
announcing “that the Americans first
attack’' on Puenta Berraco has been re-
pulsed after a hard fousht.and bloody
engagement.”

‘Washington, June 23.—Puenta Berraco
is sitnated a short distance from Dai-
quiri, where the United./Btates troops
landed yesterday. It is nearer the coas*
and therefore more completely:under the
guns of the American fleet, from which
it can be judged it is highly improbable
that the army has been repulsed as an-
nounced in Madrid.

Washington, June 23— Secretary Al
ger and General Miles were in confer-
ence in the ¢ 's «dffice 'dt four
o'clock this afternoon when the first Ma-
drid bulletin announding ‘that fighting
had begun was shown to ‘them.
