London, June 9—New York and 
Toronto capitalists have organized a 
company with capital of $10,000,000 
to build ships at Sydney, N. S. The 
biggest class of vessels will be built; 
President Sir Henry Pelatt plans to 
have a fast line of ships between 
Sydney and first guard (England) 
2,000 miles apart. The company 
expert government subsidies of
