The Proposal to Remove it Outside the City
Limits Discussed.

At the conclusion of an interview yester-
day afternoon between five city aldermen
and Premier Mowat anent the removal of
the fence around government house, Ald.
Geo. Evans called the attention of Mr.
Mowat to a notice of motion that was on,
the city conncil minutes praying that the
provincial lunatic asylumn be removed out-
side the city limits, say to Mimico. Ald.
Evans said the asylum in its present loca-
tion was a barrier to the progress of - the
west end. There were.140 acres of valu.
able land in the plot. He (Mr. FEvans)
had devoted considerable attention to the
subject, and he felt satisfied that more than
enough. could be realized the sale
of this last to erect a handsome and
commodious asylum outside the city. There
were also other considerations. he late
Dr. Workman and ex-Insspector Langmuir
were in favor of its removal.  These gen-
tlemen held that the unfortunate inmates
would thrive much better it they were
remioved from the noise of incessant puling
trains and the hum of factories which are
springing up in the west end.

Mr, Mowat said he had no donbt that
the asylum would have to be removed at
some time, He thought Ald, Evans had
made out a fairly strong case.

A short discussion followed as to the
value of the land. There is a frontage of
2600 feet on Kinﬁutreet and 2000 on King
street, and Ald. Maughan said it was fully
worth $20 per foot. This would realize
$800,000, Ald. Carlyle estimated the
value at $30 per foot on Queen street and
815 on King street.
