"India as a Wheat Producing Country.
London Correspondence to Detroit Free Press.

I have just had an interview with a gen-
tleman who has been many years in India,
and who has come home expressly to in-
form the government as to the capability
of India for raising wheat in large quanti-
_ties for export to Europe. - From extensive
personal knowledge, backed up by reports
from the chambers of commerce in Cal-
cutta, Madras and Bombay, he has shown
satisfactorily to the government here that
wheat can be Eroduced in many parts of
India for a shade less than three rupees
per quarter (about $1.25 for eight bushels,
or fifteen and one-half cents per bushel),
and all that is required to render.several
millions of acres gvailable for the success-
ful production of wheat is cheap transpor-
tation to the sea board. So impressed is
the government with the facts submitted
to them that it is now in contemplation to
authorize a grant of £3,000,000 sterling for
the express purpose of affording cheap rail-
way facilities to the points indicated,

. RARE TREES IN CANADA,

Magnelias, Custard spple and Allanthus
—Value of Black Walnut.,
From the Monctary Times.

One of the most interesting things in
connection with tree planting is the exten-
sion by artificial means of the natural
range of the growth of trees. The change
is generally to a colder and more severe
climate. In Torento three kinds of mag-
nolias are grown in the open air, one of
which will attain a height of some forty
feet. This is exclusive of the Liriodendron,
which is a native though seldom seen in
its wild state much west of Hamilton; oc-
casfonally it is found near the sonthern
corner of Georgian bay. The introduction
of rare kinds is generally a slow process.
Magnolias have been grown in Torontq
for  some thirty years; yet so seldom
are they seen that the newspapers but last
year spoke of one, on College street, as
if it had been the first of its kind. , The
rarest tree grown here is, perhaps, the
gingo tree (Salisburia adi antifolio) of
which it is doubtful if there be, out/of
doors, more than one specimen; yet that
this native of China and -Japan, which is
never seen in Europe, we believe, south of
the- Mediterranean, thrives here, is a fact
to be borne in mind. The aristolochia has
been found difficult to reproduce; all at-
tempts in hot houses have, so far as we
know, failed; yet accidént has given us
proof that it can be put into condition to
germinate and has germinated,  after
being a whole winter under ice. The
seeds fell on a spot on which every winter
ice, from melting snow and falling rain,
forms to the depth of several inches,
Having been under this ice in the winter
of 1883-4, some seeds germinated, and the
plants are now in the possession of the
writer; one plant of this native of the south
was allowed to remain’ under ice a second
winter, and it commences the spriug in a
perfectly healthy state. The custard
;Fple grows naturally as far north as

iagara, and its artificial reproduction
here is not impossible. The tulip tree,
before mentioned, few take the trouble
to grow, thongh it can scarcely be
said - to be out of its latitude here, Over
the merits of the ailanthus it is possible to
dispute; but when placed at a distance
from the dwelling, where the objection-
able odor of the male tree from which
the female ig with characteristic gallantry

BaLTiMore, May ‘17, —Bishop J. P.
