A National Versms Bank Carrency.

' Editor World: Tho a-posteriori reasoning
of the article you clip from The Canadian
Bookseller is not, if you examine the facts,
good logic. I believe, though, you agree with
the idea of a national currency. However,
the exercise of the right to issue its own notes
was not even one of the causes of the;“‘tragedy-
farce” of the Central Bank failure. I do not
feel myself competent to discuss the merits of
the present, compared with a national cur-
rency, but no one cau overlook the advantages
of the laster, which are self-evident, while
there is also much to be said in favor of the
present system—considerably more than ap-
pears on the surface. The farlure of the
Central Bank was simply the result of mis-
manpagement, and the only way in which the

ighs to issue its own notes could have operat-
:lg towards that result was that without thas
advantage the Central Baok would never have
been in existence. That it ever was, of course,
may be something to be deplored, but in its
case, as with the men to whom Mark Anthony
referred in his funeral oration, the evil of its
life has been carefully preserved, the good as
carefully interred with its bones==by the liqui-
dators, the press assisting.

About the circulation of any bank: It isa
first lien upon its assets. Before another
claim can be considered, provision must be
made for the whole outstanding circulation.
If 1t had not beem forthe gross irregularities
of the last month of the Central's existence, it
would have redeemed its issue intull within
nearly the same period after its suspension.
By the judicious and considerate policy of the
interim liquidator, tor which he bhas had no
credit yet, it being quite apparent thas the
assets were abundant for the purpose, in order
to relieve the pressure, redemption was begun
at once'and mever ceesed, 8o that the loss from
devreptation in value of the notes was trifling.

The fact of a bank issue is no public danger
but a public advantage if it be secured by a
sufficient reserve, The Bank Act, so faras I
@an see, makes no provision for a reserve. It
says that at least forty per cent. of the cash
geserves must be in Dominion notes, but says
®othing of what proportion these reserves:
should stand in to the amount of the bank’s
motes in. gireulation. This, apparently, is to
secure %0 the government a certain
advantage from the banks and prevents
the banks from ‘discriminating against

THE COPYRIGHT ACT,

An Open Letter to the Rt. Hon. /Sir Johm

Macdonald, Prime Minister of Canada.
From The Canadian Booksellsr,

Right Honorable Sir: Near the close of the

last session of the Dominion Parliament you

stated from your seat in the House that ghe

bill amending the Copyright Act had been

withdrawn for that session.

No doubt the repeated, vigorous and earnest
protests which poured in upon you and your
colleagues from those whose interests were
more particularly affected had something to
do -ip deciding you to withdraw the bill
But, no matter why it was withdrawn, I will
only say that we are duly thankful to you
for.holding it over, as we are quite satisfied
that once you see its purport it will
not beagain brought forward.

It is understood that the object of that bill
was to place Canada under the operation of
the Berne Copyright Convention,

There seems to be an opinion abroad—
whether it 1s well founded or-not you alone
can say—thas unless it can be shown that the
bill would operate prejudicially to Canacian
interests, i$ will be re-introduced at the next
seasion.

1 therefore take this opportunity of publicly
addressing you on the subject, with an en-
deavor to show thas under the operation of
the Berne Bill the book, publishing and print-
ing interests of Canada would be disastrously
affected.

In the first place, Sir, I would ask you to
remember that under our present law, as soon
as Canadian copyright is secured, the 1mpor-
tation of the American reprint is prohibited,
BUT, (and I would draw your special attention
to this) Canadian copyright can be secured
ONLY on the express goudition of manufacture
in Canada. The Berne Bill would sweep aside
this provision, Therefore, instead of extend-
ing the principle of Home Manufacture of
books, (which would be consistent with the
principles so ably upheld by your Government,)
you would, by the adoption of the Berne
Bill, strike a deadly blow at the many and im-
portant Canadian interests concerned in the
manufacture of books.

Again, recent events have served to kindle
anew the national feeling in the breast of
every true Canadian. Imbued with this inspir-
ation, 1 appeal to you in the strongest terms,
to consider well before adopting a Bill which
would practically throw the publishing inver-
ests of this Canada of ours—this great and
rapidly-expanding country—into the bands of
printers and publishers thousands of miles
away.

Again,there is a most pronounced feeling that
the time bhas come when, as Canadians, we
should be at liberty to make our own Copy-
right laws. We do not wish to wrong the
author, but we do want, as far as is practi-
cable, to encourage and foster the manufacture
of books in Canada. This yiew of the case is
uphsld;:é mauy of the leading men and firms
interes! in publishing and inting, in
Toronto, Montreal, St. John, Halifax, Winni
peg, Victoria, etc. Most of the Jeading men
in all shese places interested in the publishing
and manufacturing ot books are strenuously
opposed to the Berne Bill, and I would re-
spectfully urge upon you that the views of this
influential body, having in the aggregate
many millions of dollars capital invested in
business, are entitled to every consideration
1 a question affecting their interests so:ser-
iously as does that of copyright.

Lastly, as one having confidence in vou, and
believing that you will continue to stand up
unfalteringly in support of that National
Policy which has done so much, to foster and
develop Canadian indvstries, and for which
many of us tought hard in days gone by, I
leave this matter in your bauds, with a firm
convictiou that you will see justice done to
Canadian printing aud publishing interests,
and that you will see that justice cannot come
out of such a bill as the one introduced at the
last session,
