A Mob Pelted Lord Masham of the Fair
Trade League With Cabbages.

Loxpox,April 8.—The Fair Trade League
met in St. George’s Hall in Bradford this
evening. Lord Masham, a millionaire

lush manufacturer and thefounder of the
eague, attempted to make an address. The
rear of the hall and the gallery was packed
with laborers and factory hands.

Somebody threw a cabbage head at Lord
Masham,and policemen were called in to re-
store order.

Lord Masham then began to praise the
wisdom of Americans,in passing the McKin-
ley bill. Groansand hisses drowned his voice.
When he advocated the passing of a similar
bill by, Parliament the uproar was renewed.
Three men were ejected and more police-
men were summoned, but the mob continu-
ed to howl.

After trying for ten minutes to continue
his address, Lord Masham sat down and
Henry Byron Reed, a Conservative member
of Parliament for East Bradford, attempted
tospeak. He is a woman suffragist.and
was greeted with cries of “Petticoat Reed,”
*No more McKinley,” “Three groans for
Reed,” and prolenged howls. He spoke
for 20 minutes, but his voice was only oc-
casionally heard, and he then gave up. The
meeting was dispersed by the police, while
the gallery hissed and sang ‘‘God Save the
Queen” and “Ta-ra-ra, Boom-de-ay.”

Snldiers at Kvictions.

Loxpox, April 8.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day Mr. William' O’Brien made a
motion that the House adjourn. The
motion was in order that he might have an
oppoitunity to call attention to the House
to harsh and unconstitutional employment
of soldiers in carrying out evictions for ar-
pears of rent among the peasants on Clare
Island, the population of which was last
yeor saved from famine by public relief.

The Right , Hon. William L. Jackson,
Obief Secretary for Ireland, contended that
to stop employment of soldiers in evictions
would be an incitement to'the people to re-
sist any of the decrees issued by courts,
He could not promise not to employ
soldiers in this work when it was neces-

of the Polish Anarchists calling upon
him to surrendér all the money he had in
his possession for the benefit of the An-
srchists. The card stated that if he refus-
ed to obey the command he would be
killed.

Dr. Poninski, who was very infirm from
ge, was tegribly startled at the import of

e message banded to him. He ran to a
window and jumped to the garden.

The Anarchists followed him to the win-
dow, and before he could reach a place of
gafety they poured a volley of bullets into
his body from their revolvers. He fell
dead.

The ‘assassins then fled, but the alarm
was given and the owner of Koscieleg
Castle, a brother of Dr. Poninski, and 20
others at once _armed themselves, and
mounting horses started in pursuit
of the murderers. They were soon
overtaken, The pursuers fired a
volley into the group, killing two of the
murderers. Thec other two placed their
revolvers to their own breasts and killed
themselves.

HOUSE YESTUERDAY,

Valiant Efforts to Clear the Legislative
sSlate—They Were Unsuccessful—The
City's Bill Not Renched—In the Wee
sma’' Hours They Adjourned — Many
Mensures Passed.

The Legislature met at 11 o'clock yester-
day morping and passed the following bills
at their third read: To amend the General
Road Companies Act; to amend the Act Re-
spectiag Infants: to amend the Act to incor-
porate the Western University of Loudqn,
Ont., and the bill relating to the Proviucial
Fisheries. :

Mr, Dryden’s bill for tne protection of
bees et with a good deal of opvosition from
members representing fruit growing Jdis~
tricts) The bill made it & criminal offence
for a man to spray frait trees with poison
while the trees are in full ‘loom.

Afternoon Session.

1In the afterncon the report of the Publie

convinced that the Government had paid ex:
cessively for nearly every article they bad
bought. He did not blame the Government
for patronizing their friends, all things being
equal, but he had found that all things were
not equel, and so be shought tho Govern-
ment ought to look elsewhere for their sup-
plies. He mentioned a meeting held in Room
16 by tho Government just before the election
in 1886. At that time the wholesale dealers
of the city, from which the Government had
purchased supplies, had been called togelfhor
and reminded that elections cost money. The
subscriptious which spontaneously followed
ranged from $25 to &500. Mr. Marter re-
minded the House that it was not- the prac-
tice of a business man to advertisa the fact
that he had resolved to deal only with one
individual. By letting it be known that the
Government would only deal with ‘their
friends they had made it impossible for them
to obtain goods at the ordinary prices.

Mr, Garrow replied to these complaints
and said one reason might be that many of
the Govern_menr.upurcm;ses were small—in
reality only*retail bargains.

Mr. Meredith wisbed to add a clause al-
lowing the biridges to be abandoned by the
consert of both county councils.
