The Crown claims to have overwhelming
evidence to establish the identity of Mac-
Wherrell with the young Englishmen who
was seen en route to the sceme of the
murder, and ridicule the statément that tlie
prisoner will be able to prove an alibi.

Mr, Parks’ Denial,

A World reporter called upon James
Parks, the Deer Park gardener, yesterday
afternoon., It was at fiis house that Mac-
Wherrell said he was stopping-about Dec.
13. This Mr. Parks denies, and says that
the last time he saw the alleged murderer
was on Dec. 7. He farther said:

T first met MacWherrell in August, 1892,
He was then working at Mr, Heighington’s
as & conchman, He frequently eame over,
and while his employer was away some-
times took my daughter out driving. He
seemed s very nice: fellow, althofigh given
to bragging of his military exploits, He
said that he had been in a cavalry regiment
and had served in Egypt with the Gordon
relief expedition, According to his own
story he had had many miraculous escapes
from death and said that at one time, when
receiving despatches from his colonei, the
top of his tent was shot o over his head.
After he was arrested for stealing s horse I
did not see him again until three' weoks ago..
1 met him at & party in Price-street. He
was very well dressed oand said he had just
come from Texas, where he was making $75
a month. We had some talk together and
he said he would come np and sce me ns he
had something to tell me, The mnext I
heard of him was on Christmas morning
whan my little boy ran - in with a copy of
The World and showed me his portrait.
1 at once recognized him as the man I had
known.”

Miss Fannie Parks, with whom_it is said
MacWherrell has been corresponding, 1s at
present residing with Mrs. Pollock at 7
Czar-street. Miss Parks is o decidedly
pretty brunet, with flashing black eyes and
a lot of curly brown hair. Toa World re-

rter she denied any knowledge ot Mac-
wnrrall’l late movements, and said that
¢he had not been corresponding with him.
Mrs. Pollock was evidently very anxious
lesu the young lady might make some ad-
misgion, and was profuse in her assurances
that **Fanny knew nothing of the matter.”

“I have had
nothing to do with him, But they do not
suspect him of the murder, do they?’ she
continued in & manner which showed that
she was very much interested in his fate.

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MASSACRED BY MATABELES.

CAPTAIN WILSON’S FORCE TRAPPED
- AND ANNIHILATED,

First Advices Confirmed—instend of De«
feating Lobengula, the Gallant Ofmcer
and His Band eof  Forty Were Surs
rounded and Cut To Pieces—A Rise In
the River Provented His Retreat.

Loxpox, Dec. 27—After the -defeat of
King Lobengula at Buluwayo he fled to
aud across the Shangsni River, pursued by
the British. Capt. Wilson and- sbout 40
men left the main pursuing columa and
erossed the: Shangani after the enemy.
Shortly after he crossed the river begau to
rise and hisretreat was cat off. Soon reports
begun to be received that the whole force
bad been killed and they were believed at
the Colouial Office, though no. official 'de-
spatches were received to confirm them.
On Dec. 12 s report was telegraphed from
Cape Town that Capt, Wilson’s force had
defested the Matabsles untler Lobengula
and that the natives had withdrawn,
This report, however, like those of
the mussacre, was ; mot . confirmed,
It was then also ssid that Capt.
Wilson was, understood to be making for
Fort Charter, as the rise of the river pre-
vented his return to Buluwayo. The ad-
vices now received indicate that the first
reports of the massacre of the force were

robably correct and that instead of de-
eating. the Matabeles the latter annihilated
Wilson’s forces.

It is reported this afternoon that Capt.
Barrow, who was sent across the Shangani
by- Major Forbes to reinforce Wilson and
who shared with him the command of the
consolidated columns, has' also been lost
with all his men. - Late in the afternoon,
however, general opinion in the city dis-
credited the repobrts of a massacre.

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FROM BAD TO WORSE.,

British Trade iu 1893 FPoorer Than in

1892, nod the Latter Was Accounted

; n Bad Year.

Loxpox, Dec, 27.—The Pall Mall Gazette
said this afternoon in a review of the year’s
trade of Great Britain: “General trade bas
been worse than in 1802, Last year ended
with an epormous loss of imports and ex-
ports, but as 1893 draws to a close
1802 seems brighter when compared
with the presebt gloom over . the
country’s industries. In the first 11 months
of 1893 imports declined over £17,500,000
as compsred with  the firss 11
while exports were reduced
£6,500,000. Tobacco  imports  in-
creased £67,000 aud  imported - oils
and German articles increased £600,000.
These are the only exceptions to
the general decline, The exports of feod,
drink, chemicals and machinery increased.
The yarns and textile fabrics exported
decreased £2,745,000. The coal ex-
ported decreased £9950,000.  Before
the cosl strike industry showed brighter
signs. The cotton jrade especially suffered
from thé coal strike and increasd foreign
competation,  Only 10,000,000 hundred-
weights of raw cotton were purchased,
wheress during the first 11 months of 18
& similar amount was obtained from the
United States slone. There has been an
anbrokren decline since 1801 in the quantity
and guality of these goods for the east,

ereased their demand for .cotton goods,
and the returns show a marked improve-
ment. Theesstern demand, on the con-
trary, is waning. - The orders for Chinajand
Japan are graduslly growing smaller, and
Turkey also has required less.

“The American trade has stesdily ad-
vanced, What effect the change in the
ariff of the United States will bring about
is a matter of comjecture. The Lancashire
merchants did not fear the McKinley tariff
because theysent thebest goods tothe States.
If the Mcl(vinloy tariff has had any effect,
therefore, it has been to increase the cotton
trade, which in the first 11 months of 1803
exported generally 1,339,530 pounds,
this being an increase over previous

ears, he woolen trade bears a

right aspect. Germany is our best cus-
tomer for. woolen snd worsted yarns, tak-
ing nearly half the goods exported. The
export o
first 11 months of 1892 to £4,835,158,
compared with £5,231,146 in these
months this year. The- exports of worsted
tissues, which amounted to £8,104,5660
in 1892, fell to £7,561,732 in 1893.”
