-vx with water as wailm as the hand can be 
•■borne in it,cover it with a thick cloth 
aud let it stand, until the next day. It 
rarely occupies me more than half au 
hour to this preliminary work.

Next morning the least soiled pieces 
are rubbed out with a very little labor 
aud thrown into a suds aa hot as can be 
handled. They are then washed lightly 
through and piit into a boiler of boding 
water iu which a pint of the same pre­
paration as that used for soaking the 
clothes has been put. I never leave 
them in the boil over a minute, but the 
water must be not merely scalding but 
boiling. They are then taken out and 
thoroughly rinsed in two waters and 
wrung as little as possible and put upon 
the line. I have found it desirable to 
have a piece, of white oilcloth in the 
bottom of mv clothes basket to prevent 
the water from the clothes running 
through, as they are dripping sometimes 
when hung out. I find that they are 
much whiter and have that delightful 
odor of cleanliness which is the most 
exquisite of all perfumes. I think that 
long boiling makes clothes yellow, and 
certainly il does not .remove spots or 
stains. It is well worth while, if one 
can do so, to put clolhts on the grass in 
Hie spring. It clears them out aud 
seetns to freshen them up for the whole

'n A^great secret in ironing shirts is to 

let them be perfectly *r." . before they 
are starched. When they are quite dry, 
rub them well iuto stiff coid water 
natch, being particular as to its getting 
well into every fold of the linen ; then 
wring them tigiitly by hand (the machine 
wringer would get out too much of the 
starch) ; then eitheç iron them at once 
or leave them for a couple of hours or so 
wrapped up in a damp cloth. Do not 
dry them after the starch is put in before 
you iron them. If you wish an extra 
gloss, after they have been ironed once 
rub the front, collars, and cuffs lightly 
over wiih just moistened white castile 
,oap and iron them all over again with 
the glossing iron, if you have one, or with 
an ordinary, rather heavy irou, pressing 
it well on the material.

For the cold water starch mix a table- 
spoonful of white starch with a little 
cold water, working it with tbe fingers 
to get it perfectly smooth and being 
very careful to rentqve auy—even the 
tligntesl—grit. When this is <juiia
smooth, stir into it enough cold water to 
make up altogether a teacupful of 
and four diopa of turpentine. Ti en dis­
solve a small half teaspoonful of no rax 
in a very little boiling water and stir it 
all into the starch, stirring it also well 
uefore using it. If a larger quantity of 
starch is required, all the ingredients 
are increased iu proportion excepting 
the turpentine, of which only two drops 
are added to each cupful of water after 
the first. But remember that the borax 
must in any case be thoroughly dissolv­
ed uefore tiie starch is used, or there is a 
chance of its discoloring the linen.—

Sometimes in the evening, some little 

time before and during twilight, and 
also sometimes—though rarer—before 
and during sunrise, a close observer 
ûiay detect peculiar fan-like streaks of 
darker and lighter shading across the 
sky. These streaks, of which the plain­
er ones may number from four to six, 
together form a triangle with its base 
on the horizon aud extending out at 
varying altitudes.

This-appearance still holds a rank as 
an unexplained phenomenon in nature. 
It occurs ouly occasionally. There may 
be a fine illustration on a given evening, 
and while there may be a week of clear 
sunsets succeeding, not a trace of the 
streaks will be visible.

From this it would seem that a parti­
cular atmospheric condition must be 
one of the factors in its production. 
The assumption would be supported by 
numerous analogies not necessary to 
enumerate. In the proper atmosphere, 
then, let it be assumed tiiat the streaks 
aro-due to alternate lines of shade and 
light.
