Cramberries and Smail Fruits.

Melvern Square Sept. 4 .—The wideawske
people, of Nova Scotia are just, beginning
to wake: up tothe wealth there is in
growing cranberries and-small fruitg. 1t
bas taken many years to gsin, the exper-
ience now: qossessed, and it has; been
obtaitied at heavy cost of time and- mouey.
Bat it 18 all the more valoable - for ‘that.
Oar people aré just. beginping ta learn
that money is to'be ‘made “here in< other
lines of busfoess thin fishing, lumbérings
and mining ; snd with a ‘great deal less
work and investment of  capital, .- Thous-,
ands of pieces of bogs along thie, lakes. sad,
shores of  Nova Scotia, now absolutely
worthless, .may, -itﬂ'pouewl_noo and
paticnee; be turned inte.

Qur greatest produces of wealth. Already
those gold mines are beihg developed in
Shelburne and Yarmouth counties. ' But
the progreesive people of _those counties
are not going to be allowed to monapelise
this wealth-producing ' business, - Some
years ago William McNeal, of this place,
purchased the present farm he now occu-
pies. On it was a piere of bog from one to
acres in extent. It is; of course, absolute-
ly worthless. McNeal amused himself by
planting & few cranberry plants.  But he
knew nothing about the business, and his
efforts didn’t amount to anything,  Years
passed by without any practival results.
The fact is that McNeal's ideas of cranberry
culture were of the crudest kind, He had
never been out of the province, none of his
neighbors knew anything about cranberry-
growing, and McNeal was unable, or did
not, obtain much information on the sub-
ject from curremt literature. But he had
reat falth in the ultimate success of the work
and was convinced that there was a small
fortune in his then useless bog,—Iif he
only knew how to get it. The bog is
surrounded by upland. Finally he fenced
in about five acres and devoted it to crav-
berry culture. The land has to be given
up entirely to the berries.- They only in-
crease and multiply after being in com.-
plete aud undisputed possession of the
land. A few years ago McNeil succeeded
in raising one barrel of burries.  People
tanghed at him. They said he was very
foolish to waste his time and money in
that bog. It would never amount to any
thing.  But he persevered aund bided his
time. The next year he produced two
baridls of berries ripening on the hog
There at $10 dollars a_barrel the lowest
narket price, will yield him $1,000 this
year. And the plants have only just be-
zun to take ‘possvssion’ of the bog ! It is
Mr. McNeil who now enjoys the laugh ;
and his neighbors are beginning to realize
who the fools were.

McNeil's exper-
ience is that cranberry bogs preperly look-
ed after, and intelligently laid out, when
fuily deyeloped, will yicld at least $800
per acre, And almost every picce of bog
in the province, now utterly, nseless, can
be ‘urned into g« It proiucing cranberry |
ficlds.

This has been a poor season, be,
cause of the ext linary wet th
Last year it was the reverse—a drought.
But the two previous ycars were Averagy
years. My garden covers an aréa of say
six acres. It is planted with abont one
thousand trees, apple, pear and plum.
About three fourths are apples. Of courss
you will remember that they are nearly
all young trees, and but few of them are
in bearing. ‘This busioess takes time.
The whole garden is plauted with trees
and vegetables. The apple trees are plant-
ed in rows, 30 feet apart, sud sixteen fuet
from each other in the row. Now it takes
twenty years to bring an orchard into full
bearing, 1 could not afiurd to wait that
long for'areturn, and so I planted the
rows between the apple trees, pear trevs,
t and gooseberry hes and straw-
berry plants, These small fruit bushes
yicld the second year and produce & sutis-
factory crop the third year. They grow
and flourish under the shade of the apple
trees. So that practically every fooe of

land in the row is utilized sud made to
produce abundsntly. No,the frecs aro
not too close together.

Nature thoreughly saderstands hor
business. Go into the woods and wroo
how close the trees grow ‘there. You
will fiud: all varistics growing in tho
same soil. The viements in the soil- uot
required by the ash, are taken by the
maple or some other variety. What ele-
ment in the soil is not taken by the pear
and the plum, the gaoscberry or the cur-
rent. So you see that iustead of waiting
five or ten or 20 years for the orchard to
produce a full crop, it is virtually made to
do so from the beginning and tlien when
theapple troes mdture, it s & very easy
watter to remove thie small: bushes—thoy
fiving alréady done their work.. -Then
b 30 feet of land between each rvw of
trees, is planted with strawberrios, onr-
rants) ‘Or- potatees and other vegetable—
anything we wish to grow according  to
the age of the trees, So that now, in the
beginning, just as the garden I8 coming
into beaving, the six acres produces, or
would produce were this an average year
—and which, it must be rememberyd, n-
creases every year as it matures : 50 barrels
apples, 5,000 quarts strawberrivs, 250
guarts currants and gooscberries. These
bushes are ouly three years old, I have
planted three thousand currant and goose-
berry L th These
ed to bear in three years and focreasa
in productiveness every year for many
years until they yield from ten to twenty
quarts per bush. I koow of soveral in-
stances of bushes yielding tweuty qnarts
this year, Look ahead ten years and im-
agine what my crop of currants and goose-
berries will be from 3,000 bushes! Anacre of
either currants or gooseberries ought to
yield 30,000 quarts, which at ten cents @
qoart, & low price, is $3000. Not a bad
investment ! I have also set out an acre
in raspberries. Fonr rows of fifteen rods
in length yiclding 200 boxes this aeason,
for which T was paid $20 on the field.
The whole of the rest of the six acres is
planted with vegetables, corn, etc, ete,
The first cost of the plants and trees in
that six acre patch was at least $1,000,
1f that $1,000 were invested in & woil-
gage it wonld pay six per ceut., but hvest-
od in frutt trees, it witl pay one hundred
per cent, Five yeats from now, providing
that I get an average crop, tne net cash
value of the productions of those gix acrad
will be at least $2,000. The greatest draws
backs I have had 10 encouuter have lheen
prejudice and ignorance.
