Bur~Nos Avnns.—Wa have received by the Cora,
which arrsved on Saturday, JSuenos Ayres papers to
the 10th of March.  They contain the particulars of
a most appalling crime—the murder of General Quiro-
a1 and his retinue, consising of nine persons, The
General was on lus return from a stussion, having heen
appomted mediator in the differcuces which compre-
nused the tranquillity of the Provinces of Salta an
‘Facmman,  The frightful scene occured at a place
called Barranca Yaco, ahout cighteen leagues fromn
Cordovit, ubout eleven o’clock on the morning of tho
16th February.,  ‘The mediatory commission was tra-
velling at a slow pace an uccount of the delcato
state of General Quirogate’s health, when, arrinving
at tho abave mentioncd spot, which is a thick waod,
a band of villains, who had been in ambuscade, sud-
denly rushed out upon the coach, dischacaed their car-
bincs, and commenced the work of extertmation and
horror, the execution of which was facilitated by the
rapidity of the surprise and the fatal contidence with
which the unfortunate victims travelled. A courier,
named Marin, was the only person who cscaped the
masgsacre, and he owed lis safely to having been a
short-distance in the roar of the coach. Various con-
jectares were aflaat at Bucnos Ayres as to the motives
tor the atrocious deed; some, that it was political;
others, that it procceded from private revenge or the
act of 1obbers. ‘Fhe event had.produced a powerfu!
sensation in the Argentine capital. Dr. Maza, the
the governor ad wterim, had in consequence of the
dfficult stuation of the country, nggravated by the
late events in the interior, resigned i office. The
House of Representatives accepted the resigaation,
and Genoral Rosas had been nominated goveraor for
the ordinary tern of three §ears, with the investiture
of extinozdinary powers for such tme as the house
might decm expedicnt.

A German paper states, that on the 16th instant
the powder Magazine near Munich was blown up, by
which nme persons were halled, and tho Magazine
wholly destrayed. In the kuapaack of one of the
Artillery nen who perished by the explosion, a lctier
was found addressed to his commanding officor, declar-
ing his intention to commt the’act of destruction,
awing ta tho il usuage he had reccived. It appeats
that he had been an idic and dissipated student in ouo
of the Unnersities, and after catering tho anmy his
coadnct was such zato precludo all idea of his obtain-
ing prototioa.
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Srain.—According to the Constitutionc! tho
qucstion of an intersention in Spam has not been regu-
larly and senously agitated m the Pans Cabinet,
though pourparlers on the subject have taken place.

The ouly intervention adds the Constitutionel that
may occur 1 cxecution of the quadivple treaty of
nlli:mce. will be an armed movement on the part of
Portugal, at the same tine that a corpbined English
and.French squadron occupies some of tie places on
the coast, such as Barcelona, St. Scbastian, and Cadaz.
