CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTAIO.

Open weather bas helped the luinber
market during the past week, and from
present appearances there will be an ac-
tive spring demand for lumber for build-
ing and industrial purposes. White pine
prices are being held very firm, with no
probability of any weakenng. Neither is
it lkely tha' a material advance in prices
will be made, as such action might have
tbe effect of curtailing the demand, and
as the production during the coming
season piomises to be quite up to the
average in qu-ntity, it is thought a large
consumption should be encouraged.
Crop prospects at the present time are
prQm:sing, and the agricultural commun-
ity are likely to reqtzire considerable hum-
ber for buildings and improvements. This
prospective demand is evidently being an-
ticipated by retail dealers,who are showing
a disposition to replenish thtir stocks. Re-
ports fromthe (Ottawa valley- tell, of -n-
creased life in the lumber trade, with
the prospect of an active season. The
mills will shortly resume operations, ai-
though dry stock of the new cut will not
be available for acouple of months. Lath
and shingles have shown ncreased
strength of late ; offerings are quickly
taken at current quotations, which would
seem to indicate the piobability of higher
prices.

QUEDEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

There is still much uncertainty regard-
ing the future of spruce deal prices. The
shippers have not sold as much stock as
in former seasons, and consequently bave
not contracted with m-inufacturers to the
same extent. It is said that as a result
some operators in New Brunswick will
not drive their logs this spring, but will
leave them on the landings. Wbile the
British maiket is unsettled, the usual
quantity of lumber :s hkely to be market-
e'! in South America, a number of ves-
sels having been chartered for that trade,
while-a vessel has been engaged to take
a lumber cargo from St. John to South
Africa. Freght rates are casier, charters
having been effecued as low as 42 shillings
from St. John to the United Kingdom.
New Brunswick cedar shingles arc
stcady, alhhough not active, quotations
being about $3 for extras, on Boston rate
of freight.

A strike of surveyors at St. John bas
somewbat unsettled trade at that port.
The surveyors asked for an increase from
5 to 7 cents a thousand on spruce, and
from 8 to 1o cents on birchs. Some of the

shippers have acceded to the demands,
while others have engaged non-union sur-
veyors.

MANITODA ANn DRITISII COLIUMBIA.

Within the last fortnight there bas been
a marked improvement throughout Mai-
toba and the Territories in t- deman i
for lumber. The spring has opened out
better than was anticipated, and building
operations are in active progress. In
Wtnnipeg a strike of carpente:s is ibreat-
ened, which wtouléï, of course, seriously
affect the lumber trade, but if disturbances
of ibis character are avoided. the season
is likely to be one of considerable activity.
Sash and doors are moving freely. In
British Columbia the volume of lumber
movng is satisfactory. A number of ves-
sels are loading at the various ports for
foreign destinations.

UNITED STATES.

The lumber trade is feeling the benefit
of the active commencement of buiding
operations, and during the past week
there bas been an exceptionally good de-
inand for lumber for that purpnse. Timuber
for railroad construction fias also been
parchased quite liberally. At Duluth and
Minneapohs white pmne prices are show-
ing continued firmness ; dry stocks are
badly broken, and before the new cul is
available will be almost completely ex-
brausted. The only weakness pertains to
the lower grades, and yet wyithin the past
fortnight an advance of one dollar per
th'ousand bas been made ai Albany in the
price of i x ro and 12 barn stock. At
Sagnaw nearly ail the dry stock bas
passed out of first hands. Spruce shows a
degreenffirmnessquiteequal othatof pine.
The narrrcw widths ire not as strong as
the larger sizes, but unless there is an
unusually large quantity placed upnn the
market present prices are likely to hold.
Improvement in the bardwood trade
is reported from the west, but the activity
is not so pronounced in the east. No
changes in prices have taken place, nor
are any looked for in the immediate future.
There is a good demand ai Buffalo for
birch, one dealer quoting $45 for red and
$26 for white. There is an excellent de.
mand in New York and some other
tasern caties for hemlock, at thebase price
ofi S. In Chicago dry hemlock is being
offered at from So.50 ta Su i.

The de-nand for shingles and lath is
keeping !n advance of the supply. Ex-
tra white pine shingles arc held ait $2.40,
and white cedar shngles ai $2.30, Chica-
go delivery. The best grades have with-
in the past week been marked up 25
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
