In the meantime
payments ate slow and money close. Mortgage
loan business has been quiet, but shows signs
of picking up. Real estate, which has been
dull during tho last month ot two, scews to Le
looking up some, and soveral sales of city pro-
pertics are reported.

WINNIPRG WHOLESALE TRADE.

The-s has not been much activity in whole-
sale circles for the last week, though n stiady
and fairly good movement for the season was
reported. The fruit trade was the only branch
in which there was a rush, and this line con-
tinues octive. Produce was dull, prices almost
nominal in many commodities. Groceries
steady. In textile lines, shipping out fall
stocks of clothiug was going on briskly Lum
ber was moving fairly well to country points,
and somo good sales were reported in lumber,
hardware and building material, on account of
the activity in railway construction, clevator
building, ete. A quantity of the iumber for,
one large line of clovators being eorected in
Manitoba was imported from Minnesota. *

FRUITS—GREEN.

Business is rushing and the market is well
supplied with most varieties. California or-
anges were out of the market, and only very
light stocks of other oranges. Other California
froits were in good supply. \Watermelons were
abundeant, and very good apples were offering
freely, Southern Concord grapes have arrived,
Receipts of blucberries have commenced to
slacken already, and prices are advancing. Tho
crop is apparently a light one this season,
Quotations for blucberries arc useless, as they
aro so irregular.  Last sales were about 6c per
pound. Tomatoes are light in stocks and ad-
vancing in price Prices arc: Lemons, $7 to
8750 per box ; Oranges—Rodi and Palmero
oranges, $8 pier boxs apples, S1 to $4.75 per bbl.,
as to quality; California plums, $2.25 per box;
Colifornis peaches, §2.25; California pears, $1
per box ; California white grapes, $3.00 per crate
of 20 pounds; Concord grapes, 90¢ per hasket.
PFananas—Port Limon, 83 to $3.25 a bunch,
according to quality and size; tomatoes, per
crate, $2.06 or $1.00 box; Melons, $3.00 to $1.50
per dozen, or 830.00 to $15.00 per 100; cucum -
bers, 50 to 60c per dozen; onions—Southern,
£4.00 per 100 Ibs.; Bermuda, in 50 1b. crates,
per crate, $2.25.

GROCRRIES.

Sugars were further reduced Jast week in east-
era markets, a reduction of {c being reported
on luesday. The decline in the face of the
very strong statistical position is remarkable.
Willett & Hamlin, New York, in their weekly
sugar circular, say: ‘“Raw and refined un-
changed for the week. The strength of the
general position of sugar is quite overshadowed

by tho local conditions.
by our to-day’s figures. the total stock of sugar
in all principal countrics was 035,590 tons,

of 336,054 tons. The reduction in 1838, from
July 1, to October 1, was 500,845 tons Tho

tons stock for all the ountries —a remarkably
strong statistical exhibit . hut local causes dur
ing tho past four weeks have put this out of
sight, and temporarily, if not permaunently,
changed the condition. “tocks are so small as
to lead us to expect the recovery of a portion if
not all of the recent decline in raws and re-
fined, particularly if the now beet crop proves
to be a later ono than has been, until quite re-
cently, anticipated. The latest information is
agoinst an early crop.  Laoking further aliead,
we see nany indications in the latest informa-
tion of growing crops, that 1839 will give a
higher average price for sugar than 1889.”

ton, 73. The quality of the crop will ve vevas
than usual, especially in the extreme north-
west. The visible supply increased 710,000
bushels for the week ended August 10th.
Shipments from Atlantic ports for the same
week were 1,440,600 bushels, including tlour.

The local situation has been marked by
excellent harvest weather throughout Maunitoba
and the Territories, The weather was clear
and de: idedly on the warm side, and the only
interruption was the rain on Monday of Aug.
12. So far since harvest commenced the
weather has been very favorable. The cool dip
on Aug. 3 had the effect of crusing some farm.
crs to hustle right into cutting their grain, and
some ficlds have been cut a little on the green
side, but the warm, clear weather siace that
date has caused the grain to ripen rapidly.
Telegruphic reports from all over the province
on Tuesday, indicated that uearly or about one-
half the grain was cut, so that by the close of
the week it is safe to say that the largest half
of the grain was in stook. Many farmers were
running Dinders night and day, owing to the
rapid ripening of the grain. So far as can bo
learned, very little damuge has been done by
hail this year. Quite a sumber of samples of
new wheat have been received by dealers here
and they ace all very fine.  The berry is plamp,
hard and very fine in color. Nothing seen
would grade under No. | hard, of the highest
quality. Reports continue to be more en-
couraging as to the condition of the crop, and
it is now tolerably certain, that a fair crop of
excellent quality will be safely gathered in.

FLOUR.

Trade is rather quiet and prices are steady.
The mills are not particularly active, and in
the city and country several are shut down to
make repairs befure the movemeat of new
wheat commences. Thereis almost a certainty
now that the new wheat crop will be of extra
quality, the only danger being from et
weather between now and threshing.  Prog.
pects are therefore good that the mills will
have the very finest material to work with,
and will have no difficulty in turning out extra
fine flour from thie crop. Prices are steady as
follows per 100 pounds to the local trade:
