‘Take the length of your pipe in inches,
multiply it by the number of degrees between the
normal temperature 1t s required to attain when
heated, and dnide this by 150,000 Suppose
your pipe is 100 fect long, and its temperature
zcro, and you wish 10 usc it 10 carry steam 4t 300
pounds pressure—equal to a temperature of 338°
—multiply 100 feet by 12 to reduce it to inches,
and by 338, the difterence in temperature ; divide
this by 150,000, and you will find the result to be
2.7 inches, which would be the amount of play
that would be required, in this in tance, 10 jour
cxpansion joint.
