FINANCE COMMITTEE

Report of meeting held the 12th of March.

Present: Aldermen I. A. Lapointe, chairman, Robinson,
Fraser, J. B. A. Martin, Guay, Laviolette et Lariviére.

The minutes of the last meeting were read and con-
firmed.

1.—Messrs. Alex McFee, Wm. McMaster, Lit.-Col. Bur-
land, Charles Stevens, F. Casey and C. B. Gordon appeared
before the Committee in support of a petition made by the
Montreal Technical Institute for an annual grant of $5,000
towards the maintenance and operation of said institute.

The above named gentlemen addressed the Committee
and made a strong plea to demonstrate the claim that said
institute had on the City.

The chairman of the Committee then explained that the
City had no power presently to make such a grant, but
that an amendment to the City Charter had been inserted
in the bill now before the Provincial Legislature which
will enable the City to vote sums of money for works
designed to promote the intellectual development of the
community, and that, as soon as the amendment shall have
been adopted by the Legislature, the demand of the Gov-
ernors of the Montreal Technical School will be taken in
serious consideration.

2.—The minutes.of the sub-committee on claims, meet-
ing held on the 10th March 1909, were read and approved.

3.—Submitted a report from the sub-committee re old
accounts, recommending to write off old accounts, amount-
ing to $664,052.38.

Resolved: That said report be referred to the Law De-
partment with instructions to examine each item and ad-
vise the Committee whether or not means could not be
taken to collect some of those accounts, either by seeking
special legislation or otherwise.

6.—Submitted a letter from Mr. Henry Joseph, suggest-
ing that the City purchase Redpath property, adjoining
Mount-Royal Park.

Resolved: To inform Mr. Joseph that the City is asking
power from the Legislature to purchase said property.

7.—Submitted Aa letter from Mr. G. Langlois, M.P.P.,
asking what was the additional revenue derived last year
from the increase in the school tax.

Resolved: To instruct the City comptroller to give Mr.
Langlois the required information.

8.—Submitted a report from the superintendent of the
Water department on the demand made by Mr. Damase
Leclair for the laying of a water pipe in B_oyer street,
south of Gilford street, about 25 feet, St. Denis ward.

Resolved: To recommend to Council to order the Mon-
treal Water & Power Co., to lay said water pipe in ac-
cordance with their agreements with the City.

9.—Submitted a report from the superintendent of the
Water department stating that the wor@s “I_n accordance
with your instructions” which appear in his report for
the laying of a water pipe in Sherbrooke avenue, mean
former instructions given when the agreement was made
with the M. W. & P. Co regarding the laying of water

pipes.
