Report of meeting beld on the 9th November 1911.

Present: Ald. N. Lapointe, Turcot, Lussier, Emard, Car-
ter, Lariviére, Boyd, Prud’homme and Deguire.

The minutes of the last meeting were read and con-
firmed.

The Secretary then submitted the following draft of
report which be prepared according to the instructions he
received at the last meeting.

The Special Committee appointed to consider the ques-
tion of the purchase of the Montreal Water & Power Co.,

Respectfully report,

That, as directed by the Council, they have considered
the question of the purchase of the “Montreal Water and
Power Co.”, and the report made to Council by the Board
of Commissioners in this connection.

Your Committee held 8 meetings and obtained different
information, reports, etc., to wit:

1—Report of the Montreal Water and Power Company
for the year ending on the 30th. April 1911.

9. Estimate of the amount which the City would be
called upon to refund to the rate-payers of the wards sup-
plied by the Montreal Water and Power Company until
the expiry of the various franchises.

3. Resolution of the Council of the Board of Trade ob-
jecting to_the purchase of the Montreal Water and Power
Company.

4 —Communication from the Montreal Water and Power
CGompany under date of 12th. May 1911, in connection with
the option which the said Company was requested to give
for the purchase of its common and preferred stock.

5.—Option given on the 26th June 19141, to the Gity
for six months by the Monlreal Water and Power Com-
any for the purchase of its common stock for the sum
de $1,020,000 and for the purchase of its preferred stock
for the sum of $600,000.

6.—Report of the City Comptroller and Auditor under
date of the 11th July 1911, in connection with the obliga-
tions which the Gity would assume by purchasing the stock
of said Company at the maximum price fixed by the City

Charter.

7. Communication from the Superintendent of Water
works dated 21st July 1911, in reply to certain questions
ag to the saving whieh the City would realize in the
event of the Montreal Water and Power system being
amalgamated with that of tne Montreal Water Works, and
also to the saving which the City would realize in the
cost of pumping the water'and of supplying theé same to
certain wards of the said City.

8 —Opinion of the City Attorneys ‘‘re” interpretation of
clause 29 of By-law No. 53 of the former municipality of
Ste. Cunegonde and of clause 16 of the contract passed
petween the former village of St. Louis du Mile End and
the Montreal Water and Power Company.

After due consideration of the whole question and after
hearing the explanations given by the members of the
Board of Commissioners your Committee have come to the
conclusion to refer to Council the report of the Board of
Gommissioners and to lay before said Counecil all the do-
cuments and information submitted to them advising them
that the question is of so great an importance that they
would not take the responsibility of recommending that
said Company be purchased or not, and they, therefore
recommend that the decision to be taken on that questior;
be left entirely with the Council,
