Legal Opinions

(PUBLISHED BY ORDER OF THE CITY COUNCIL)

Montreal, September, 15th, 1905.

To His Worship the Mayor and the Aldermen of the City
of Montreal.

Re Question relating to supply of gas in the City.

Gentlemen,

At the meeting of your Council held on the 11th of Sep-
tember instant, the following resolution has been adopted
to obtain the City Attorneys’ and Consulting City Attor-
ney opinion on the existing contract between the City and
the Montreal Gas Company.

RESOLUTION

Resolved:—That the City Attorneys and Consulting City
Attorneys be instructed to give their opinion in writing
for the next meeting of Council as to whether, in view of
the existing contract between the City and the Montreal
Gas Company, the former is allowed to call for tenders
for the laying of gas mains and services in order to be pre-
pared to enter into a contract for the supply of gas to
ratepayers at the expiration of the present contract; if
in- the negative, whether the City is empowered, in view
of the present contract to lay said maing and services it-
self in order to be prepared to furnish gas to the rate-
payers or have the same furnished by a company or per-
sons, at the expiration of the present contract.

ANSWER.

. In compliance with the said resolution, we have the
honor to answer as follows:

Clause 3 of the contract between the City and the Mon-
treal Gas Company reads as follows: “During the exis-
tence of the present contract with the said Montreal Gas
Company, the.said City of Montreal shall not permit the
laying of gas pipes in the streets and lanes of the said City of
Montreal. We think that the words “laying of gas p pes,”
in this connection mean that the City shall not permit the lay-
ig of pipes which are to be used for the purpose of supplying
gas during the existence of the contract.

The contract was made for a definite period of I0
years to be computed from the 1st May 1_895, renewable
under certain conditions for a further period of 5 years;
at the end of that period, the City was at liberty to buy
gas from another company or person who would be in a
position to supply it, or to manufacture and supply gas it-
self, provided it was authorized by the Legislature so to do.
