IRESPECTING THE DUTY ON FISHSTICKS AND SIMILAR PRODUCTS

The Government of Canada and the Government of the United States of

Taking note of the enactment of Public Law 689 of the 83rd CongresS

of the United States whieh, by-providing for the amendinent of paragraph 72C

of Tittie I of the Tariff Act of 1930 through the addition thereto of sub-

paragraph (d), will, when effective, establish a rate of duty on fish stickE

and similar products, fillets, or other portions of flsh, breaded, coated *itf

batter, or similarly prepared, and not containing added oul, or 20 per centurr

ad valorem, if uncooked and 30 per centum ad valorem if cooked in any degree,

Takmng further note that the duties provided for by the said Public La"ý

689 are to become effective as soon as practicable after completion of negotia-

tions to modify or terminate obligations of the United States uinder the Genera:

Agreement on Tariffs and Trade with which the said amendment would be ir
confiict, and

Having carried out negotiations lookîng towards compensation by th(

Government of the United States to the Government of Canada, with whiel

the said obligations were initially negotiated, for interests of Canada whicl
would be prejudiced by the effectuation of such amendment,

Have agreed that, effective as soon as practicable, having due regard fo:

the established procedures under the saic& General Agreement, the Unitec

States of America, undertakes to apply to the produets described below th(

treatment indicated as though such projects were. described in Part 1 of ai

effective Schedule XX of the said General Agreement, with the understandiml
that as soon as practicable the items specified below wrnl be specifically include(
