SEcCTION 11. DEFINITIONS

Section 11 d:

“Atomic “d. The term ‘atomic weapon’ means any device utilizing atomic
HReReR energy exclusive of the means for transporting or propelling the
device (where such means is a separable and divisible part of the
device), the principal purpose of which is for use as or for develop-
ment of, a weapon, a weapon prototype, or a weapon test device”.

Section 11 7r:

;‘)Rfsjﬁ,ricted “r. The term ‘Restricted Data’ means all data concerning: (1)
e design, manufacture, or utilisation of atomic weapons; (2) the
production of special nuclear material; or (3) the use of special
nuclear material in the production of energy, but shall not include
data declassified or removed from the Restricted Data category pur-

suant to Section 142”.

Section 11 t:

“Special “t. The term °‘special nuclear material’ means (1) plutonium,
;ﬁl‘;ﬁ;lv uranium enriched in the isotope 233 or in the isotope 235, and any
other material which the Commission, pursuant to the provisions of
section 51, determines to be special nuclear material, but does not
include source material; or (2) any material artificially enriched

by any of the foregoing, but does not include source material”.
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
