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2. If the request for extradition in refused

solely be &use the persan sought in a national of the

Requested k'arty, the latter shaîl, at the request of the

Requesting Party, submit the case to its competent

authorities for prosecution of the 0f fence.

ARTICLE IV

Mandatory Refusal of Extradition

Extradition shall fot be granted:

*a) if the offonce for which extradition In

roquosted la considered by the Requested

Party ta be a political of fonce or

conduct connocted with such an offonco.

For the porpose of this paragraph,

political offenco shaîl not include an

offence for which each Party has the

obligation, pursuant to a multilateral

international agreement, ta oxtradite

the person sought or ta submit the case

ta its competent authoritios for the

purpose of prosecution;
