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note, an airline or airlines to operate the agreed services for mach a Contracting
Party and to withdraw the designation of any airline or to substitue anothe airline
for one previously designated.

ARTICLE V

Aornto

1.Foliowing receipt of a notice of designationi or or substitution pursuat te
Article IV of this Agreement, the acronautical authoitie of the other
Contracting Party shall, consstent with die laws and regulations of that
Contacting Party, grant withou delay te the airline or airlines so designawe
the apprprite autoitions te operae the agreed services for which that
airline bas been designated.

2. Upon receipt of such authorizations the designated airline may begin at any
tim te operate the agreed services, in whole or in part, provided that the
airline complies with the applicable provisions of titis Agreement, in
particular, that tariffs amrecstablished mn accordance with the provisions of
Article MI of ti Agreement.

ARTICLE VI

1.hIe acronautical authorities of cc Contracting Party shaU have the #ight
te withhold the authorizations referred to in Article V of thi Agreement
with respect te an airlie designated by the other Contracta;g Party, te
revoke or suspend or impose conditions on such authorizations, temporarily
or permanently:

(a) in the event of failure by sucli airline te comply with the lawu amd
regulations normally applied by the acronautical authorities of the
Contracta; Party granting the riglits;

(b) in the event of failure by sucli airdine te comply with the laws and
regulations, of Uic Contracting Party grantia; the rights;

(c) in the event that they are not uatisfied that substantial ownefship and
effective control of the aulne are vcsted in the Contracting Party
designatia; thc airline or its nationals;, and

(d) in dmc event that dic other Contracting Party s flot maintainin; and
administering the standards as set forth in Article VII and Arice
IX of this Agreement
