have thought fit, by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada to relieve
you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convoking and
by these presents enjoining you, and each of you, that on Moxpay, the NINETEENTH day
of the month of AugusT next, you meet Us in Our Parliament of Canada, at Our
City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state of welfare of Our said
Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary. Heremv Famw Not.

In TesTiMoNYy WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent, and
the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Wrryess, Our Trusty and
Well-Beloved the Honourable Cmarnes FirzraTrick, Deputy of Our Right
Trusty and Right Well-Beloved Cousin the Right Honourable S ALBERT
Hexry Groree, EARL GrEY, Viscount Howick, Baron Grey of Howick, in the
County of Northumberland in the Peerage of the United Kingdom, and a
Baronet; Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint
“Michael and Saint George, etc., etc., Governor General and Commander in
Chief of Our Dominion of Canada.

At Our Government House, in our City of Orrawa, this Sixta day of
JuLy, in the year of Our Lord one thousand nine hundred and seven,
and in the seventh year of Our Reign.
