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must legisiate to stop this thing then by
inference we suggest that the Canadian people
are not intelligent enough to withstand the
lure and indeed the guile of communism. I
hope that the amendment will be most
thoroughly defeated. I hope so for this
reason, if for none other, that it is high time
the world saw that in one part of North
America at least there is stili, if I may mix
my metaphors, a beacon of sanity.
