2. Does the Company hold a federal charter and, if so, when was
it obtained?

Hon. Herb Gray (Minister of Consumer and Corporate
Affairs): 1. The department’s index does not list any com-
pany with the name “Société des rentes immobiliéres
(Sorentim)”. However, it does mention a company with a
Quebec charter under the name “La Rente immobiliére
Sorentim Limitée”. As this is a company incorporated
provincially the Corporations Branch of the Department
of Consumer and Corporate Affairs is not in possession of
information as to its head office or its main office.
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2. “La Rente immobiliére Sorentim Limitée” does not
hold a federal charter, but a Quebec charter.
