Miss Fiera MacDonald (Kingstont antd the Islands):
Mr. Speaker, I should like to refer again to the drastic
decline in housing starts in the first quarter of 1975, down
54 per cent for the montb of March alone. Will the Acting
Prime Minister say if the government is stili confident it
can reacb its minimum target of 210,000 starts, and will
that objective be maintained in the preparation of the new
budget?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (President of the Privy Coundil):
Mr. Speaker, the House will have noticed that yesterday
when the Minister of Finance announced he was brrnging
in a budget this was one of the problems to which he
referred, and which seemed to make it necessary to take
additional measures.

Miss MacDonald (Kingston and the Islands): Mr.
Speaker, now that the Minister of Finance has recognized
the severity of the economic situation with bis promise to
bring in a budget, is the government actively considering a
budgetary measure that would make a proportion of mort-
gage payments and property taxes deductible for income
tax purposes?

Mr'. Sharp: Mr. Speaker, as a former Minister of Finance
I neyer did forecast what would be in a budget. I always
looked upon sucb matters as confidential, but I will pass
the suggestion along to the Minister of Finance.

REQUEST THAT MINISTER ATTEND LAW 0F THE SEA
CONFERENCE AND STRENGTHEN NEGOTIATING TEAM

Mr. Lloyd R. Crouse (South Shore): Mr. Speaker, in
view of the possibility that the 200-mile economic zone
concept may not be translated into agreed treaty language
at the Law of the Sea Conference, while conversely the
conference cannot succeed on any basis other than a con-
vention founded on a concept of the economic zone being
managed by the coastal state, I sbould like to ask whetber
it is the intention of the Secretary of State for External
Affairs to go to the conference along witb the Minister of
State for Fisheries and the Minister of the Environment,
for the balance of the conference in order to strengthen
the hardworking Canadian teamn presently negotiating
there on our behaîf?

Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Secretary of State for
External Af fairs): Mr. Speaker, I welcome the hon.
member back fromn the Law of the Sea Conference. I
propose to address that conference later on. In the mean-
time my colleague, the Minister of the Environment, will
be present, as will the Minister of State for Fisheries at a
later point, so the delegation will be supported ministerial-
ly in the way I have described.
